The Rockefeller Institute received
aleo $25.000 for the cost of medical re-
wcarch and such medical supplies and
mervices as the Institute may Aappropri-
ately furnish “at the eeat of war in
FEurope."

The major portion of this appropria-
tion w!ll be utilized for the sunvort of
the research and hospitay work which
1= being conducted by Dr, Alexin Carrel
in France. Dr. Carrel has found unique
opportunities to conduct research work
