HOUSE DEFEATS 220,000
ARMY PLAN BY 183 TO 103

Rejects Kahn Amendment and Removes Chief Obstacle
to Hay Rill for Force of 140,000 Mann Leads

in Two Hour Debate.

No toll
call was taken, but iwetvn I)ctnocrat8
tlted between the tellers In support of the
amendment. More than thirty llcpubll-onu- s,

mainly from the middle West, were
counted in oppiwltlon.

The vote Indicated that the
problem of nrmj" Increase Is a regional
rather than a parllsun political ques-
tion.

While the Ilou.e was busy with the
army hill a decision was reached In tin.
Senate not to consider the subjeet of
army reorganization until the House hax
concluded consideration of the Hay bill.
This whs deemed the wiser course, Inas-muc- h

as It Is tlio put pose of tin Adminis-
tration to Insist upon features of the
Chamberlain bill pending In the Senate
as a part of the completed army legisla-
tion.

At a meeting of the New York Repub-
licans In tho House thlifmoriiing an
agreement was reached to support the
Kahn amendment and all proposals that
represent an advance In armament over
those reported by Chairman Hay.

Minor I'hnnsjra Accepted,
With tho rejection of the K.ihn

atnetidment the Hay bill rawed the most
critical points of lis course through the
Houve. Several minor amendments wete
adopted, one Increasing the personnel of
the ordnance division and another re-

organizing the Medical Iteserve Corps,
but these were either offered or accepted
by the chdlrnsm of the committee. Mr.
Hay.

The debate on the Kuhn amendment
was even more spirited than the gen-- 1

end debate on the Hay bill Itself. Rep
resvntattve Mann attacked the measure
us providing an Inadequate regular
army and as being Insufficient response
to the resident's request for a na-
tional defence force In emergency.
