SWEET PEAS.

Sweet peas are favorites of flower
lowers thij wot Id over nnd In sections
whero the climate Is too warm nnd
dry It Is the regret of gardeners that
they tire unable to grow good sweet
peas. In tho northern portion of the
I'nlted States and throughout Canada
sweet peas thrive. The majority of
the sweet pea seed Is now raised In
southern California, although a few-yea-

ago the bulk of the American
crop was raised In the Province of
Ontario,. Canada.

Sweet peas may be own in the open
ground as soon as tho soil can be
worked, with successive sowings to
prolong the season of bloom.

Any good garden soil that will grow
culinary peas will answer for sweet
peas. Work the ground deeply. This
Is Important, n foot, the depth of a
spade, Is not suUlelent, two feet nt
least is required for really good re-

sults. The deeper the soil the longer
the plants will (lower. We have seen
sweet pe.x beds worked to a depth of
three feet, the soil enriched the full
depth. Heavy soil should be lightened
with sand or well rotted stable ma-
nure.

Sow the sed In drills two Inch's
deep and nine Inches wide, scattering
the seed evenly and thinly along the
drill and cover with Mno soil. Tramp
the soil down tlrmly with tho feet
lifter the seeds hax'o been covered. Tho
rows should be live feet apart.

Most people plant about three times
ton many seeds to each running foot
of trench. Thin out the plants when
they are three or four Inches high so
they will stand six Inches upatt.

Select a location where tho plants
win navo plenty of light and air at
all times, with a little shade, from the
midday sun dining Julj- - and August
If possible. The hot summer sun
causes the colors to fade and hhortens
the blooming period.

Frequent but extremely shallow eul
tlvatlon should be given and the plants
should never bo allowed to suffer for
kick of water. Never water sweet
peas until It Is absolutely necessiirv
and then apply thoroughly two or
thteu times u week. Keep thu seed
pods picked off as fast as they appear

Manure can bo worked Into the soil at the bottom ot the hole If covered
with earth well, so tho roots will not come In contact with the manure. To
surround tho roots of a tree or shrub with mutiure wilt surely result In Its
death. Karth only must touch tho roots.

ROSES.

H I II K Iini'KI.NS.
During the last dozen years I have

grown roses in my gardens In Onon-

daga county, New York, always with
success as to blooms and latterly with
perftvt follago us well,

I commenced with a plot of ground
20 by IS feet, from which all the top
soli had been removed and drawn
away, leaving a bluish, volcanic de-

posit wholly unproductive. To the
tiii'th and east of this piece of ground
was it retaining wall S feet high, and
to tho west of It was the rear part of
my house, so that It was open only to
the south. I drew In four loads of
muck, two loads of sand and two loads
of well lotted stable manure, and
spaded them nil Into u depth of eigh-
teen inches, Hero I raised hybrid per-pe'u- ul

and hybrid ten ruses without
any winter covering, and never lost
itnv. I got splendid blooms, but never
was able lo get even fairly good foil-ag- e,

although I tried nil of the many
tenn dies

Five jeui'N ago 1 moved on to an-

other and larger lot and prepared a
pla.o for loses us follows:

A ttench was dug 2'a feet wide, 2

fee; dep and 100 feet In length along
the south side of tho lot. The bot-
tom of the trench was circular with
the ceiilio tho deepest and in this was
pl.ic 'd about six Inches of cobble stone
"atheti il from tho lot. The tleuh wan
then lllled up, putting vvhut had been
the top dirt In the boitom and mixing
cow nunnto to a depth of about eight
Inches on top. Here was set two rows
of bushes two feet apart In the row.
with no bushes opposite each oilier.
About Thanksgiving Day the dirt wns
hilled up around all the bushes to a
height ot about ono foot; on top of
each hill around tho bush one good
shovelful of well rotted stable manure
was placed. Toward Christians the
tea roses and tho tenderer hybrid teas
were completely covered with courso
manure, olmff or other rubbish. In
the spring tho covering wus removed I

a little at a time,
After they wero uncovered and tho

hills levelled, tho manure used around
each bush was worked Into tho ground,
and tobacco dust sprinkled around the
bushes; later when tho buds appeared
they wero sprayed with nicotine. If
we havo a spell of dark, close, dump,
hot weather, such as fanners term

I uso a sulphur solution to
prevent mildew. Along the west nnd
north sides of tho lot raspberries aie!
pianteu ami u&ido from such nintivtion
iis the berry bushes uffnid. my rose

A HURRY UP HEDGE.

A quick growing and cheap hedge

l sometimes almost a necessity, and a
substitute for tho expensive, riermn- -
pent one Is sought.

I Mud the old fashioned four o'clocks,
or perlo de unit, the most satisfactory.
The seeds hould be planted tho Mrst
of May. and with little cultivation and
no fertilizer the plants will attain a
height of three feet. Uelng a heavy
branehcr. each plant should have
plenty of room, and tho hedge will be
more than two feet wide. One hundred '

il'ltig tn four or tlve feet, but the rain
beats it down, and staking a hedgo is
both tiresome and unsightly.

This Is tho great fault of romoff and
golden glow. Salvia Is tt thin, slow
grower and its gaudy bloom of scarlet
requires a green background. The
Mexican burning bush Is a rapid
grrtner, each plant requiring room in
which to form Its huge growth, which
may lie clipped. Its green Is vivid and
later bevomes red. 1 found elder and
sumach withered Kidly in transplant-
ing, but wero charming the second
year, neither requiring pruning,

Tho willow hedge Is easily grown,
but scraggly. Cut the switches on a
damp day, place them In a well
watered trench and they will not
wither. I planted one which leaved out
into a high, thick hedge within three
months. A foreigner living near me
u.'ed larger switches, setting them like
bamboo, a few Inches apart, and he
had an impassable, high growing
hedge tho tlrst summer.

The castor bean Is a graceful plant,
but is better for grouping than for
hedges It will kill moles but is bad
for tame animals, I killed numbers of
moles by planting a hedge of castor
beans.

The nip.i palm, which gtows wild
In the swamps of tho Philippine. Isl-
ands, produces both sugar and alco-
hol.
