COL. F. L. LELAND,

ART PATRON. DEAD

Gave $1,000,000 in Hank

Stock to Metropolitan
Museum of Ai t.

IN MANY PIHKCTOHATKS

Col, Francis L. Leland, a cteran of
the civil war, who had many business
Interests and subscribed largely to the
Metropolitan Museum of Art, died yes-
terday at his home, 137 Hlversldc Drive,
at the age of 77 years. He was presi
dent of the New York County Naitlonal
Hank at 339 llroadway and or the
Agullar Corporation.

Among the companies of which lie was
a director wore the New York Hallways
Company, Park & Tllford, the fulled
States Life Insurance Company and the
West Side Hank, of which he was chair- -
man of the board.

On February 10, 1912, Col. Leland
made a gift of l,2n0 shares of the stock
IsmuiI by the New York County National
lank, valued at more than $1,000,000, to

tho Metropolitan Museiuii. The Income
ftom thm donation, which was ilveti un- - I

conditionally, brought In about $48,000 '

annually, and ha been iihed principally
in tho purchase of works of ait. ti.e
gift was as Col. Leland,
iilllioUKh an annual member of the (

museum, had never been t utnlnenlly i

lO.entllled with It
Ho obtained his title of Colonel from

his tmrtlclvatlon In the civil war and was
one of the ntxty-fou- r members of the
tenth eoniimny of the old Seventh
lleglment who as voltintetw or Ifi

ttic regular army. At the end of tho war
lio iv.ichcd the rank of lieutenant colo-
nel.

With the exception of his war service
lie was actively engaged In business for
sixty siar. Since 18S3 he had been
president of the New York County Na-

tional ltar.k, following his father. Fran-
cis lailaml, who was head of the Insti-
tution from 1S57 to his death. His
mother was Kufrasta Agullar de Leland.

Toward the end of 1013 Col. Inland
came before the public prominently with
his vigorous advocacy of a plan to or-
ganize the proprlttors of large commer-
cial enterpries Into a national business
league that aimed to resist further en-

croachment's by radical politicians.
Tho association, which was to he mod-

elled after a similar union of men of af-

fairs In Germany, was also to cooperate
with the Government In pushing
measures that would restore confidence
and tend to bring about a return of
general prosperity.

Much of his time Col. L'land spent
abroad. He llved'generally at the Villa
Tlvnll, in Florence, Italy. He married
an Italian woman. Miss Adelaide Monte.
He was a member of the New York
Yacht Club and the Ixjyal legion.
Ixjul.i Leland. a son, survives him.
