would be In a perfectly normal state, he
hall a capacity to enjoy much that nor-
mal Individuals enjoy. He was as
harmless as a child and as appreciative

a child. He was apt to ramble In
conversation, but was capable of

keen Judgments and his views upon art
and his own work were very eound. He
has the freedom of the hospital grounds
nnd Is allowed to go about unattended.
Itlakelock's weight Is but ninety pounds,
but It has been as low as T3. The nrtlst

now 70 years old.
l)r. Ashley lefused to express an

opinion ns tn the possibility that Hlakc-
lock might acalu do creat work as an
nrtlst were his position ameliorated In
the manner planned, but said that so
preat an artist, and one who has con-
ferred such undoubted benefits upon
mankind, should at least be Riven the
chance to see what he could do tn an
atmosphere sultablo to an nrtlst. He
said they did everything possible for
him In the hospital, but that It could
not have the erfeV of n home.
