This does not
allow for high altitudes, which may bo
somewhat Inter,

ing. In muny of the Western Stats,
Nebraska. Iiiwa and Illinois, the per-
centage of germinating seed Is low.

RULES FOR SUCCESS IN THE
VEGETABLE GARDEN.

.1Have good soil properly prepared.
Purchasp seeds from a reliable seed
house. Always .) seeds according
to directions. Give proper cultivation
from the time the seedlings appear
until the crop Is harvested. A heavy
clay soli will not produce good vege-

tables. Clay soil should be lightened
Ity applying sittings from coal ashes
or sand and lime should be used freely,
with plenty of stable manure.

Cultivation must begin as man as
the seedlings appear and sometimes
before, keeping the weeds from getting
a start. Never allow the ground to
become hard or "baked on the sur- -
face. When the seedlings are tall .

enough to thin, give the plants ample
room, W. M. I...
