ARMED LIBERTY" ROUSES
JEFFERSON DAY DINERS

Senator Phelan's Preparedness Epigram at National
Democratic Club Banquet Climax of Plea to Give

Wilson Means to Be Firm.

H was United States Senator James
1). I'hclan of California, one of the
guests of honor and principal speakers
at the National Democratic Club's ban-
quet In the Waldorf-Astori- a last night
In celebration of Thomas Jefferson's 173d
birthday, who dug up an entirely new
preparedness epigram.

The Senator from California, who was
rather new' to a New York-Waldo- rf au-
dience, which contained his Honor, the
MiiNor, his Uxcellency, tho Mayor's
secretary, and vnrlous other city and
county mid State dignitaries, started off
by telling the 600 und odd celcbrators
that if the people of the United States
wanted President Wilson really to be
firm they ought to give him the usual
tools that go with firmness. And then
the Senator swung a capable right hand
toward the chandeliers.

"Peace !" he cried, "but there Is no
peace! The enemy are at our gates
and we cannot brain them with a lady's
fan. Liberty on the dome of the na-
tion's Capitol Is an apmed Liberty! That
Is why she is Inviolate!"

The rather tremendous applause which
followed the Senator's new epigram
vomewhat relieved the tension which
was caused by Attorney-Gener- Thomas
W. Gregory's comment as regards the
dreadful seductions of New Yoslt life
as applied to the unsuspicious and un-
sophisticated Southerner (not all of
whom, Mr. Gregory Intimated, aro as
ybt in positions of responsibility In the
national Government).

Ouer Siiortrt! "One tiallaa."
"There sits hefore me," raid the Attor-

ney-General, "many a man guzzling
champagne and wearing a dress suit
whom 1 knew In earlier If not happier
days when he led the simple life, drank
persimmon beer and branch water and
sported one gallus. I trust and believe
that these men have been true to their
ancestral faith and have brought to you
and maintained among you the tiest tra-
ditions of the Southern Democracy."

Away up In the gallery the band-
master thought he had caught the cor-
rect cue and signalled for "Dixie," at
which home 600 members of the National
Democratic Club, Including Charles
Francis Murphy, leader of Tammany;
United States Senator James A. O'Gor-ma- n

and others arose and beat time to
the Administration air. The chorus was
led by Fire Commissioner Hobert Adam-so- n

of Atlanta, Go., and Theodora
Itousseati of Tennessee, each of whom
was under the accusing eye of Mr.
Gregory.

There were four speakers at the Na-
tional Democratic Club's annual Jeffer-
son dinner. Probably the one whose
predictions attracted the most Interest
was United States Senator James A.
Ilced of Missouri, who Is dead sure that
Col. Theodore Hoosevelt will be nomi-
nated by the Republican national con
vention.

Senator Reed "spoke with so much
posltlveness that most of the diners
could not fall to assume that he was
reflecting the views of the Administra
tion.

Iloot Speech aa Platform.
"There is no doubt about It," said

Senator Reed. "Col. Roosevelt will
nominated, and with the assistance of
Ellhu Root. No observant man can fall
to mistake the signs of the times. Roose-
velt wlll certainly be the nominee, nnd
he will run on a platform made up of
Mr. Root's speech before the Republican
State convention here and of his own
pronouncement, 'Fear l and take your
own part.' They w 111 Insist nnd awert
that the United States should have inter-
fered on the side of the Allies long ago
at the time, even, that Germany Invaded
Uelglum."

'COUNT' MAX LOUDON

GUILTY OF BIGAMY

German With Varied Army
and Marital Career Knees

Kivc Years.

After being out five minutes a jury
before Judgo Rosalsky In General Ses-

sions yesterday found Max Iynar, bet-

ter known as Count Max Ioudon, guilty
of bigamy. He was remanded to the
Tombs for sentence. Tho defendant
pleaded guilty to the same charge ten
days ago. but In the hope that he might
get a favorable verdict from a Jury
asked permission to withdraw that plea
and go to trial. The maximum sentence
Is five years.

Assistant District Attorney Minton
told the court that Lynar was a deserter
from the army and that he was also
an having served three yeirs
In Germanyfor forgery. According to
Information In the hands of tho prose-
cutor l.ynar has had at least five wives,
the last of whom he married In this city
In 191 1.

Lnar entered the army under the
l.amc of Max Sehiemangk. and It was
under that name, 1he records say, he
was bom in Germany forty-tw- o years
ffgo. He escaped from Germany while
wanted In Brooklyn by making love to
the prison warden's wife, Bays the re-

port. All through his career l.ynar
posed as a military man. He once called
himself a Major In the United States
army while posing In Germany and
making love to a woman reputed to
be wealthy.

l.ynar did not take the witness stand
nnd explain the Information that the
District Attorney had against him. He
did trv to excuso one of his marriages
bv calling as a witness Otto Albers, who
swore he had gone to Poughkeepsic In
1M2 In hcarch of Mrs. Amelia Wendt,
who was married to the defendant In

18!i2. Albers said lie had been unable
to find any trace of her.

The Ucv. Max Mulier testllled that the
defendant called on him In September.
1912. and aBked about his wife, whom
he had not seen In many years. The
minister said he told the prisoner his
wlfo and their son were nllvc and told
him where ho could find them. The wife
and son did not see him until he was
arrested last October.

Federal agents Joseph A. Raker and
Albert O. Adams worked for months
on the history of the defendant after
he had applied for u passport for him-

self and wife, I.lla Florence Jansen.
In consequence the bigamous life of the
prisoner was unearthed and local prose-

cution wai begun.

Then the Senator from Missouri ex-

pressed his own notions ou preparedness.
Ho said he wanted a big navy and a
really efficient army, and was In favor
of some method of training by which the
smith of the country could bo gradually
moulded Into an effective reserve force.

Attorney-Gener- Gregory, appearing
virtually aa a mouthpiece for the Ad-

ministration, had nothing to say about
the Mexican situation, but spoke largely
about the foreign policy of the country,

"Our foreign policy," he said, "will
be the real Issue. Home of our enemies
are charging that we are recklessly
rushing Into war. Others complain be-

cause we have not long since declared
war with various nations; while all,
like Diogenes with his lantern, are look-
ing In vain for a leader who can win."

The Attorney-Gener- al made this plea
In behalf of the certain nominee of his
party next June:

"I cannot conclude without warning
you of the dangers of the coming con-
test. It you would avoid the man on
horseback eager to ride through seas
of blood, If you abhor cringing Inca-
pacity begging for peace at the price
of humiliation and .national dishonor,
then sound tho slogan of Thomas Jef-
ferson and fling your banner of defiance
from the outer wall."

Senator Phelau waa downrlghtly for
preparedness.

"Somo fatuous pacifists," he said,
"will tell you that 1,000,000 men will en-

list to resent a national wrong. Oranted.
But when the call to arms Is made,
where are the men? It Is murder to
send raw recruits to meet seasoned vet
erans, no matter what the spirit or the
patriotic purposo of the raw recruits.
Wo cannot hold back the Insulting foe
by a display of statistical tables of
population. We are y a nation of
sheep. We need some hardness put Into,
our fibre.

"We shouM give the President wnat
lie asks from Congress, an adequate
army and a n.ivy to command. Can we
not trust him as our commander? Shall
he not use his power for right? He is
not a blusterer nor a buccaneer.

America a Treaaare lloaae.
"America Is the treasure house of hu-

man rights marooned In a. sea of con-

flict. Those rights were won by sacri-
fice, and they will be preserved only
bv sacrifice. We cannot be sheep and
avoid the shambles. Hut we can be
11.Afl Hill I ilo'v rvtltietlon. Preparedness
seems to mean to prepare ourselves for
the extreme test of manhood If need be.
Too much depends on maintaining
democracy and liberty in this hemisphere
to listen drowsily to the siren song of
false security."

Lawyer I'repnrinjr Suit, for

Itonuisrcs Asrainst Principal

of Jamaica School.

Julia Pliichuk. the eighteen-year-ol- d

pupil of the Jamaica High School who

tried to kill herself at her home. 19 Allen

ftreet, Jamaica, Queens, last Friday
morning because, she asserted, Dr. Theo-

dore C. Mltchlll, principal of the school,

bad accused her of being a "clever little
thief," was acquitted yesterday in the

Jamaica police court of the attempted

suicide charge.
The girl's lawyer, Benjamin Marvin of

Jamaica, said last night he would ac-

company Julia to school this mornln
and Insist that she be ndmitted. Dr.
Mltchlll said In court that Julia Is still
a pupil of the school, so Mr. Marvin ex-

pects no trouble In accomplishing bis
purpose.

Mr. Marvin last night sent a letter to
the Hoard of Kducatlon stating the facts
In tho case, promising cooeratlon and
asking the board to take such action as
It may see fit. He also announced that

damages against Mr. Mltchlll for alleged
libel.

The proceeding In the police court oc-

cupied only a few minute. Mrs. Mary

Dr. Mltchlll testllled at the first bearing,
found a pocketbook In a lavatory after
seeing n girl with a checked skirt leave
tho room whom she concluded to tx

that her testimony might tend to In-

criminate or degrade her. Mr. Marvin
then moved for a dismissal of the charge
against his client nnd the motion whs
granted.

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THREATEN TO TIE UP

ALL OF NEW SUBWAYS

Labor Ajrcnts Would Call Out
i,200 Engineers to Force

Increases.

Complete stoppage of work on the new
subways y was predicted yesterday
by agents of the tabor unions. Attorney
Frank X. Sullivan said that 1,200 en-
gineers would Join the workers who are
out and that the employment of strike
breakers would be a signal for a gen-
eral strike. He Insisted that the gen-
eral tleup could bo averted only by
concessions from the contractors, and
that It Would not end until the tlmbcr-nie- n

got a 25 per cent. Increase and
all laborers n flat rate of $2 a day.

The Compressed Air Workers Inter-
national Union la ready, according to
President, James Durnan, to call out all
holsters, pipefitters, watchmen, barge-
men and chauffeurs. He said that the
fear of a general strike prevented the
contractors from putting strike breakers
to work yesterday.

Chief Engineer Clark of the subway
construction work advertised yesterday
for men on tho open shop basis. Ho
said that "no man will be discharged
on teh demand of representa-
tives." He offered a wage rale guar-
anteeing the common laborer J2.25 a
day and the ttmbemien K.40. with the
tlmehman's helper classed ns common
laborer.

Major O'Rourke of the East River
tunnel contractors said.

"My company Is prepared to concede
the same wages to its laborers In Hrook- -

i

lyn as In Manhattan, on the bails of
$2 a day, and to give tho laborers In
the tunnels 25 cents more than the labor-
ers In the open air. No better method
can be established, I believe,"

MAY DAY STRIKES PLANNED.

Several Trade ta (trek Advances
On or Befere That Time,

Workers In many trades In this city
are threatening to go on strike on May 1

or to present demands on that day
which If not complied with will result
In strikes.

Union officers said yesterday that
20.000 carpenters. 20,000 painters, 15,-0-

bakers and 1,500 cement nnd
concrete workers have given notlco
that their demands must he met
by May Day. Tho cloakmakers and
metalworkers are raising money to start
a general strike to be called at any
time If tho employers take aggressive ac-
tion against them.

Secretary Roawell D. Tompkins of the
United Hoard of Huslness Agents said
yesterday that the workers who have
gained Increases without strikes this
spring are: 3,000 Ironworkers, 30 cents
a day Increase; plasterers, raised from
$5.50 to $6 a day ; hoisting engineers, 6
a day, broken time; metal lathers, $5,30
to $5.50 ; tile layers, $5.50 to $6. . Up-
holsterers are to be raised from $4.50 to
$5 a day.

A notice sent out by the women's
garment cutters' union to Its members
says: "It Is very likely that we may
be compelled In the very near future
to face a greater struggle than what we
passed through In 1910."

Hack of the hearing are charges
brought by Dr. William Cnrr, chairman
of thn law committee, of the State Den-
tal Society, that Morso wan Incompe-
tent, guilty of perjury and tho dissemi-
nator of reports that Dr. Cnrr and Will-
iam A. Purrington, counsel for tho so-

ciety, had accepted bribes from men
practising dentistry without a license.
