One
speaker sold that tho Mayor had not
luld Ilm truth when he. raid Barren
otid Interests were behind the protest.
Another accused tho Mil) or of having a
personal n neon for wishing the ptrbago
plant on Staten Island.

Two garbage cans were on the Tdat
form. At tbo close of tho meeting the
i halrman asked those present to om
tribute to n fund to fight the garbagol
plant plan. More tlmn $1,000 was con-

tributed. It was said.
President of tho Board of IMucatlon

Whlcox, who lives In Blctimnnd nnd
has l en iiccin-e- of being so friendly
with Mayor Mitehel that he was afraid
to oppose thn garbage plant plan, said
that he was heartily In favor of the
movement tn prevent the plant being
located on Slnten Island. He raid that
his relations with tho Mayor had not
Inllueiiced him In any way, and that
the reason he h.nl not spoken against
the plan before was that he was too busy
Willi the affairs of his olllce.

Many Staten Islanders of prominence
were at tho meeting. Rnch speaker at-
tacked the Mayor In one way or nnother.
The Mayor was ncciiscd of not acting In
good faith toward thn residents of tho
Island In urging that tho plant Ik built
theie.

Francis S, Loman, president of the
Wet New Brighton Board of Trade,
said the tlmo might come when Staten
Island would have to separate from the
greater city.

TOPICS IN MANY CHURCHES
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SAYS JULIA PINGHUK

IS BARRED IN SCHOOL

Lawyer Goes With Jnmnion
Girl to Fm'o Tnstruetor

Who Accused Her.

OFFICIAL DENIES CHARGE

Although she was not In her classes,
yesterday, the Jamaica school authorities
deny there Is nn expulsion rule against
tho nttendnneo of Julia Plnchuk, the
elghteen-yenr-ol- d girl who attempted
suicide by drinking n carbolic acid solu-Ho- n

after being branded a thief by Dr.
Theodore C. Mltchlll, principal of tho
Jntnnlcn High School. She wns dis-

charged on Thursday by Magistrate
Milter when tried In the Jamaica
police court on a charge of attoroptlng
to commit suicide.

Julia went to the school yesterdny
morning with her attorney, Benjamin
Marvin, nnd left the building after a
conference of nearly nil hour with the
principal. Mr. Marvin said that admit-
tance was refused her and that the prin
cipal would not allow the girl to attend
classes under any clrcumstnuces.

Clarence H. Melcney, associate city
superintendent, who has charge of the
high schools, said yesterday:

"To tho best of my knowledge tho girl
cntne to school y nnd was ndmltted,
but did not go to her classes. She In not
expelled or barred, for no formal com-
plaint hns been lo.lge.1 ngnlust her. I
understand that there will be one, how-
ever.

"Nothing enn be done, though, until
Charles W. Lyon, district superintend-
ent, returns from Albany, when a hear-
ing will take place. When Dr. Mltchlll
asked the girl's parents to come to the
school they never appeared and m
strange woman came. There was noth-
ing that Dr. Mltchlll could do under
those circumstances but wait tho de-
cision of Mr. Lyon.

"The only reason that I can ascribe
to Miss Plnchuk's not being In her
classes Is a natural embarrassment be.
cause she was charged with thefts and
because of her ordeal when arraigned In
court on a charge of attempted suicide.

"If admittance to school has been re-

fused to her, this Is the first 1 knevf
of It. The whole matter must bo tuken
up according to the laws of the Hoard
of IMucatlon. and the girl cannot be sus-
pended without a complaint. Her ex-
pulsion would come only after n hearing
by Mr. Lyon."
