ASK WHITMAN'S STAND

ON CITY RELIEF BILLS

New York Tax Redaction Com-

mittee Seek a Public
Declaration.

Sever.il members ofi.the Tav Reduc-

tion Committee, which was
to promote' the pnA.!0', of tho bills

the legislature for the finan-

cial relief of New Tork city, sent
a letter to llov. Whitman yesterday ask-

ing him to declare publicly that he Is
not using his Influence tn defeat these
measures. The letter says:

"Ther are In circulation reports,
which have become so general that they
ennnot bo Ignored, 'to the effect that
you are not In sympathy cwlth the legi-
slative, bills to relieve New York city
from unjust taxation. In a despatch
a day or two ago to one of the New
York morning iieppers the statement
whs mode that the parsace of the Brown
automobile registration bill, which

the registration fees with locali-
ties, 'nas lporously foiuht by the Whit-
man Senators, nil of m horn voted against
It."

"Tho further statement was made In
the despatch : The vote In the Henate
on the automobile bill waa Interpreted
to mean that the Governor Is still lined
up with the te crowd In opposition
to the desires of New York city. '

"Of course .we do not assume that
thl Is on authentic statement of your
attitude', but t does seem certain that
the continued circulation of inich a re-

port, .whether It be true or not, I cal-
culated at thin critical time to do great
harm to New Vork city In lis struggle
for Justice at the, hands of the legisla-
ture.

"VTt the undersigned therefore re
spectfully urge you to make It clear to
the public and to the legislature that
you are not, as reported, lending your
Influence to those ho oppose the bills
for the relief of the city."

The following October, she aays,
her husband came home Intoxicated and
asked her if she knew a man named
Callahan. When she said she did he
chased her about the house. 8he says
he often ran after her, but she was
almost always able to outrun him. Fre-
quently she ran to the bathroom and
locked herself In.

Onco In New Rochelle she failed to
escapo from him. He beat hsr arid
choked her, ehe says, and she had to
call her sister and brother-in-la- Mr,
and Mrs. Raymond Piatt, to subdue
Holder. At another time Holder beat
her In the homo of her sister. 300 West
109th stroet, she charges.

Mrs. Holder says that because of her
husband'a cruel treatment she left him
In the fall of 1913, but after several
weeks he and some friends effected a
reconciliation, on Holder's promise to
keep sober In future.

After this his treatment of her was
much better, she says, but early this
year he provoke.1 a violent quarrel with
her, In the oouisa of which he threat-
ened to shoot, and actually went search-
ing for his revolver, Mrs. Holder ran
out of the house and went to her sis-
ter's home.

He was very Jealous and many tlmos
he wrongly accused her of meeting other
men. she saye in her complaint.
