No detailed description Is ns yet avail-
able concerning tho capture of Trebl-
zond by the Russians, Despatches from
I'etrograd exprew. surprise nt Hie rapid-
ity of the capture, wlileh Is attributed
tii tho skilful combination of move-
ment by the various HussIhii forces, as-
sisted by the fleet. The latter Is largely

retarded an tho deciding factor, espe-
cially owing to tho landing effected at
a critical moment of n large force. In
thu rear of tho Treblzond positions, ap-
parently it dozen miles westward of the
town,

The Turks appear to havo suddenly
ivnllzed this, and tliey were comiiellcd
to make a hurried retreat, Tho I'etro-
grnd correspondent of tho Judy New
says :

"It I known that the lighting was
most saiigiiliiaiy. The Turkish garrison,
nutnlieting .'ii.uoo, and the Held troops
llnally tied In three direction, to thn
west to Kerasund, lo (he southwest lu
tho dlicclluii of Guiuushkhaii and south-
ward toward Krzlngnn, Other Russian
Hoops at Ivrzlngan, llltlls and about
Lake I'mila cooperated by attacking In-

cessantly, These forces ma thrcnlciilng
to cut the Turkish communications."

Other reports descrllic Ihe Russian
pursuit as eiiprgetic, but the mountain-
ous country and the Turkish lines of re-

treat ate well adapted for defence, Some
predict, nevertheless, a debacle of the
whole Turkish strategic line.
