Russians on the Western Front.
Tho report that Russian soldiers

have disembarked at Marseilles to
Join the French and Rrltlsh on the
western front does not explain by
what route the Russians came or dis-

close their numbers. The announce
ment Is said to have the sanction of
the censor, and General Jomn: him
self has Issued an army order wel
coming the Russians to French soil
"No news In many weeks," says tho
despatch, "has so eleetrllled the
French capital as the brief bulletins
passed by the censor.

Archangel may have been the port
of departure of the Russian troops.
They could have been brought round
the Cape of Good Hope from the
east, although the submarine gant-

let In the Mediterranean might
be risked after passage of the Suez
Canal. Paring the war with .Tnpan
n Russian squadron mnde a memorn-hi- e

voyage from the Raltlc to tho
China Sea and met Its fate at Tsu-

shima. If transports were available
there would be no serious dldiculty
In transporting a Russian force from
Siberia the reverse way, for not a
single hostile gun In Asiatic
waters. It is conceivable that by
control of the cables the secret could
be kept. What a romance of the war
it would be If nothing were heard of
the expedition until the transports
steamed Into Marseilles I

In an order of the day luod early
In March to the army defending Ver-

dun General Jiiihu: said: "You have
munitions In abundance and numerous
reserves." After more than fifty days
of battle the French are still able to
block the road to Paris and hold the
Germans back. Apparently only n
great Russian nrmy would be of sub-

stantial aid to tho Allies on the west-

ern front, a host Insuring it prepon-
derance of battalions for a final
offensive. The Russians, it is calcu
lated, have 10.0u0.000 men capable of
bearing arms, and perhaps more, but
hitherto the Government has not been
able to train, uniform and arm all
the men needed for the eastern front
and the campaign In tho Caucasus.

How could a strong force of effec-

tives be spared for the western front?
Tho Iden must bo dismissed. Judging
from tho order attributed to General
Jofhie no army has been landed In
France, for the order spenks of "Rus-
sian soldiers chosen from tho brav-
est In her armies and commanded by
ofllcers of tho highest renown." This
would Indicate a contingent offered
and ncepteil for political nnd patri-
otic ends, to Inspire the French and
Rrltlsh to even more heroic endeavor.
Rut tho question remnlns, how wero
theo Russlnn troops transported to
France?

Admiral Dewey's Day.

The Impresario's Task.
It Is surprising to bear that tho

of the opera "Louise"
by Gustav Ciiam'KMIkk may have to
be postponed since there is no singer
in the company qualified to take the
title role. In all the Held of modern
French opera there Is no work so
likely to please audiences at the opera
house. It was one of the mainstays
of the seaon at the Manhattan Opera
House. There Is n constant demand
for works of the French repertoire nt
the Metropolitan; so Ciiaiii'Knuer'.s
work would hnvo seemed In every way
the best choice. ,

Of course, It l not meant that there
Is no soprano In the company for the
part. Standards are high at the Met
ropolitan Opera House, and the pub-
lic is exacting as to the quality of Its
singers. So It may be thnt there
could not bo found In tho company
a soprano equal to the title role In
the popular French work according
lo the .Metropolitan criterion.

One dllliculty In enlarging tjie
of that Institution is the de-

mand that every singer shall be of
the lir.st rank. Never did an Im
presario have a more difficult public
to deal witli than the audiences which
depend on the general manager of tho
Metropolitan Opera House. In effect,
three composers are enjoyed by the
audiences which go there. If the
works of Wa(im:r, I'cccini and Veriu
were removed from the rCperloIro of
the theatre the public would never
attend. Tho Indifference of the audi
ences to novelties Is a well known
dllliculty.

In no other country which enjoys
the civilizing Influence of opera Is the
taste of the public so narrow. It is
possible to give occasionally operas
by Mr.Yr.iimxi:, Gounod and other com-

posers whoso works an; practically
rejected now without n hearing. It
would seem that there might be audi-
ences sufficiently Interested to listen
to some of the famous operas of tho
past. Hut that Is unluckily not true.
Threo composers dominate the reper-
toire to the exclusion of nil
tho others.

So the impresario lias a difficult
task to select enough well liked works
to till out a season. Ills troubles are
not lightened by the necessity of hav-
ing tho performances reach such a
high level In execution that an opern
like "Louise," which Is In tho reper-
toire of many less Important opern
houses, has to be abandoned for the
lack of capable artists.

Precise and Consoling Information for
an Inquirer.

To tub EniTon or Tits Sun Sir.- -

Your correspondent S. R, Doughty,
who wants you to help him get a new
post office for Knglewood, N, .1., has
,set you nn easy task. .lust tell hltn
this:

Get your Congressman to Introduce
a bill authorizing the appropriation of
the sum wanted for the purchase of a
site and erection of a building. H will
be referred to tho Committee on l'ubllc
Itulldlngs nnd Grounds. The commit-
tee won't do anything with the bill In
this Congress, so In the next Congress
start all over again. Your Congress-
man will then explain the urgent needs
of Knglewood to tho nineteen members
of the committee separately, get a
hearing before the committee by citi-
zens who win bp nsked In what part of
L)ng Island Knglowood Is, and bo as
sured that your bill shall have careful
consideration,

That Is as far o you will got In that
Congress, but In the next an Hem for
hnlf tho amount you've asked for will
be Incorporated In nn omnibus bill.
Then your Congressman must study
the bill, tnako a list of all the members
Interested In any of tho Items and In-

terest them In bl.s.
Toward tho end of the session the

bill passes, but goes over in tho Sen-

ate to the next session, when you re-
peat all that you've done, but this time
In the Senate through your Senator.
Finally the bill passes and Is signed by
tho President; the President's secre-
tary gives your Congressman the pen
the l'resldint signed with. Also he
gives each Interested Congressman tho
same pen (that Is magic); your Con-
gressman gives the pen to the chair-
man of the banquet given to tho Con-
gressman for having secured a new
past office.

In a year or two you learn that no
appropriation has been mnde. H has
only been authorized. Tho appropria-
tion Is marie by a committee of which
John .1. Fitzgerald Is chairman. He
supposes Knglowood, N J., Is a golf
club, and upon learning that It Is a
town is so surprised ho takes no action
for three years.

Then ho takes pity on your Con-
gressman nnd tells hltn thnt he will
appropriate a sum for the site when
an estimate Is submitted to him by the
Secretary of the Treasury.

Your Congressman goes to tho
Treasury building, tells his woes to va-

rious people. Is finally referred to the
Supervising Architect, who promises to
sei.d nn Inspector of sites Just as soon
as he can get hold of one. I lo Is a nice
chap nnd sends nn Inspector to Kngle-woo- d

the following year.
So in the following year after that,

the Inspector having selected a site, it
Is finally npptoved, title Is examined
and things begin to look bright. They
are. Right away In the following year
the Secretary of the Treasury Includes
In his estimates an Item to purchase
the site and the appropriation Is made.
You give your Congressman another
banquet.

Two years later nn appropriation Is
made for pielliniuary work on your
building; a man digs .1 hole on the sjto
and tells the Supervising Architect
what sou of soil Knglevvood has.

What Was It?
To tiik FiiiToa or Tlir Hi'V- - .SIr' On

this anniversary of the battle of lx-Ingto- n

and Concord one recalls Emer-
son's lines :

Hy the rude hrldite that spans the flood,

Their (tag to April' aire unfurled.
Here once the embattled farmers stood

And nred the shot heard 'round the world.

What flag did tho embattled farmers
carry? Who made It7 Whence tun iney
get It? It. II. Tow.Niai.

Nkw York, April 19,

Tho farmers of Lexington carried
the cornet or standard of tho Three
County Troop. This banner was de-

vised for a local company of cavalry
raised In tho counties of Kssex, Suf-
folk and Middlesex, Massachusetts, in
16,".!. The office of color bearer of tills
troop was u sort of Inheritance In the
Page faintly. The standard was car-
ried In King ridllp'fl war In 1C7C.

When the minute men were organized
Nathaniel I'.igo 3d of Iledford took the
old flog for uso at drill. At the mid-

night alarm Capt. I'.igo snatched up
the standard and carried It with htm to
Concord, where It "waved above the
smoke of that battle."

The ling Is now preserved under
glass In a fireproof pafe of the Public
Library at Iledford, Mass., nnd can be
seen by arrangement with tho librarian.
according to Polog D. Harrison, In
whoso volume, "The Stars and Stripes
and Other American Klags" (Hoston,
I.lttto llrown & Co., lfjOfi; page 30,
et eeq.) tho history of the banner Is
related.

The ground Is maroon or crimson
colored satin damask emblazoned with
nn outstretched nnn, In the hand of
which is nn uplifted sword. This rep-

resentation Is the color of stiver, as
are three, circular figures that arc prob-
ably Intended to represent cannon kills,
t'pon a gold colored scroll nre the
words. "Vlnce aut Morlture" (Conquer
ir Die). Tho ling Is about two feet
by one foot .x Inches. The original
fringe appears to have Iseen taken by a
Iledford girl 10 trim a dress for a mil-
itary baP That was, of course, before
the stnnriard was borne by tho em-
battled farmers.
