Bacon Couldn’t Have Written of Heart Throbs in Such
a Way, Opinion of U. of P. Educators and

Chicago

Women.

FPHILAUVELIHIA, Apri] 22.~Homce
Howard Furness, Jr, and Prof. Felix E.
Schelling of the University of Pennayl-
vania, two authorities on Bhakespeare,
violently disagreed to-day with Judge
Richard 8. Tuthill of Chicago, who ren-
dered a decision accrediting the plays
and sonnets of Willlam Shakespeare to
Francis Bacon.

“No one but a halfbaked or half-
educated person would express such an
opinion on this matter,” said Prof.
Schelling. 1n hir epinion, the scheme for
the Chicago Circuit Court to msettle the
question was a press acent's plan to
use the court for advertising purposes,

“No scholar of any repute In the entire
world has ever given 4 moment's seri-
our conslderation to such a matter,” In-
sisted Dr. Schelling. “The whole thing
Im A myth which exploded long ago.
8cholars who huve pursued the subject
to A great depth for many years are
presumed to know something about thelr
subject.” Dr. Schelling said that he
voiced the gentiment of the faculty
of the University of Fenneylvania.

Importance is lent to Dr. Schelling’s
views by the fact that he hus written
two volumes on the Ellzabethan drama,
covering the work of Shakespeare's time.

“Any one who belleves Bacon wrote
Bhakespeare's plays has read neither
Bacon nor Shakespeare—that's my opin-
fon In the matter,” sajd Mr. Furness,
“If Judge Tuthill had ever read any-
thing of either Shakespeara or Bacon
he would know that one man could not
possibly have written both,” continued
Mr. Furness, wha ghares 'rof, Schel-
ling's opinion that the Chicago Judge
ware duped into being a tool for press
agents,

Prof. Cornelius Wetvgandt, also of the
University of Pennsylvanin, sald that
Bacon had nothing to do with the writ-
ings.
