CONCERT IS8 INTERESTING

It would perhaps have been unfor-
tunate, or at any rate regrettable, If the

and Vera Barstow, violinist.

They began their proceedings with a
performance of a sonata by Mr. Orn.
stein. The composition & in the con-
ventional four movements, It has an
andante and even a schergo, and the lat-
ter, just like those of Beethoven, has
a trio.  Nor does the dread shadow of
the past fail to cast ita gloom even satlil
further over this wsonata. For be (it
ohserved that while it is practicable to
make any kind of an agglomeration
of notes sound on a piano, it cannot be
done on & violin, A futuristic com-
poser & hampered greatly by the re-
quirements of the instrument,

Yet was the adventurous spirit of !

Mr. Ornstein not daunted, He permitted
the violin to sing, and aing it did, ea-
pecially in the andante, with the volce
of Debussy and the “sons d'un cor
dans le foret.” Meanwhile the plano part
modulated piquantly up hill and down
dale, from tonality to tonmality to the
guteways of the scals, And it was all
interesting, for everything new In music
is Interesting.
