Tha island
was settled in 1790 by members of the
crew of the steamship Bounty who had
mutinied. Headed by Fletcher Chris-
tian, who led the mutineers, eight white
man, &ix Polyneslan men and twelve
Polynesian women took possession of the
beautiful {sland and burned the Bounty.
Alexander Smith was the only man
alive by 1800. He later took the name
of Alexander John Adams and trained
the youths who were left in his charge.

He was succeeded after his death in
1829 by George Hunn Nobbs, who was
appointed pastor. In 1831 Joshua Hill,
An adventurer, appeared at Pitcairn and
making a bluff that he was a Govern-
ment agent tyrannized over the island.
