The attitude of Dr. Arthur Warren
Waite amuzes expertan In criminology.
The dentlst who will be called ta trial
this morning for the murder by poison of
his father-in-law, John k. Peck of trand
Rapids, seems overjoyed with the ordeal
awalting him. Yesterday he was in 6=
good spirits as if he had come Intn
money.

Instead of cooperating with his law-
yer, Walter R. Deuel, Waite has ham-
pered and oppored him at every turn,
Taking the latitude allowable to coun-
#el, Deuel has painted Waite's casa as
white as possible, denying and palllating
and excusing. Waite has hlackened it
heavily, confessing, even exaggerating.
Deuel pleads that Waite 1¢ erazy. Walte
declares that lie 1& sane now and was
sane when he polsoned his mother-in-
Iaw and his father-in-law. Deue]l says
Walte doesn't know what he is talking
about. Waite asserts that he knows
better than any man—that his main 18ea
is to got out of the world as quickly as
porsible so as to win complete expla-
tion.

The case has no parallel in the recol-
lection of court attaches or In the rec-
erds of the District Attorney's office
No one can recall that a man or woman
charged with murder has so deliberately
tried to wreck a defensive case.

But many men have come from private
institutions like St. John's Hospital and
taken their place among the bhig men of
the world A victim of accident or
dizease g not a criminal and should not
be treated as a criminal and told where
he must go, but ha should be able to
gay where he would go.”

SCHIFF URGES JEWS T0
BE GOOD AMERICANS

Warns Them That Selfish
Course Caused Persecn-
tion in Russia,

A strong plea for his hearers to be
good Jews and at the same time good
Americans was made by Jacoh H. Schiff
vesterday at the exercigses dedicating the
Central Jewiszh Institute, in East Eighty-
fifth street near Lexington avenue,

“Jews of America posses a great ad-
vantage over any other people’” said
Mr. Schiff. “Jews of the city of New
York stand at the parting of the ways
Ara we to be American Jews or Jews
who happen to dwell in America® The
great trouble of Jews in Hussia was
thut they Insisted upon speaking thelr
own language and adhering too closely
to their own customs.  This made preju-
dice; persecution quickly followed,

“®o it I8 In this country, and we must
by the sufferings of our fore-
fathers We want our children to be
Jews and remain loyal to Judalsm,
lovea Yiddish and 1t is a fine thing for
our children to read tha laws and Bible
Hut we want
al=o to have our children grow up Amer-

“Too many Jews think they should bhe
Jews and not Americans 1f persisted
in 1t will lead to gremt moral suffering.
e a good Jew and be a good American,
It is8 not American to live a separate
life,"
