Tt was his
custom to Invest & large part of his sur-
plus Intome In mortgages, some of which
were taken in the nama of his wifs ‘

It im alleged that on August 3, 1912,
Mrs. Cutter tranaferred all thess mort-
gages to her husband, but only threa
of Afty-six of the massignments were re-
ocorded, and that Mra. Cutter ‘‘repos-
sessed herself of the assignments of
w and destroyed or otherwise
& of them so that they no longer
exist”

The plaint!ffs have posseasion of all
these mortgages except threa which they
turned over to the defendante for the
Inatitution of foreclosure procecdings,
The mortgages aggregate more than §1,.-
000,000 and are all on first class realty
holdings, most of them in eections of
Manhattan borough that are inereasing
in value because of recent growth
