IlllO
waM conipi'lli'd to undergo a hasty opera-
tion In I'm Is, he was mimmoiicil by
cable to "Come at your own price."

Tho wltneed said that .Mr. Uno was
Inclined toward ovcrtatliiK, but when
asked If the decedent's blood pressuro t

was normal for a nun of Austen (.!.

for the j'lupoiicntH, lutcnupted
with a question as to wlietlur a man
of 70 could have a normal blood pres-
sure. The witness replied that ho didn't
thlnlc co. Ho said Mr. V.no'n blood
pressure was low In the morning and
blgh at night.

KiprriMl a With to Die.
Quertloned concerning the time when

Mr. Eno was Buffering from a cataract,
the witness tcstlllcd that Mr. Eno said
Mveral times that If bo didn't recover
from the cataract he wanted to die

Dr. Wylle testified that he met Mr.
Uno and his valet, Edmoud illgaut. In
the summer of 1914 on their return
from the trip to Europe when Mr. Eno
wan Injured In a fall on the steam-
ship. .Mr. lino told him he had Injured
his hand, head and rib and that It was
a "great nhock" to htm. Subsequently
at his summer placo at Saratoga he
walked with dttltculty und raid ho didn't
believe ho would recoer from tho fall,
from November, lull, to January, 1915,
Mr. Eno was 111 a great part of tho
time and was conllned to his bed two
or three weeks with grip and bronchitis,
llo then ncnt to Jckyl Island und re-

turned on April 12, l!fl3.
"Did he h.ivo any conversation with

you regarding money uffalrs on his re-

turn?"
"Yes ; he said his real estate was

bringing him in nothing; that he couldn't
lent anything, and that his property
was depreciating In value. Jle said a
number of times that hu felt that he
Was going to the poorhouse."

Plump Husband of Federation of Clubs Delegate
Cheered as Her Alternate 1,000 Other Husbands and
Sweethearts Can Only Look On All States There.

Five thousand delegates nnd niter- -'

nates had registered last night for the
thirteenth biennial convention of the
Ueneral Federation of Women's Clubs,
nf theso 4,999 were women; ono was a
man. He Is Herschol T. finilth of Ful-
ton, Ky and ho Is altcrnato for his
wife, who Is president of and delegate
from tho Fortnightly Club of Fulton.

.Mr. Smith will bo the only man with
a badge at tho convention, but more
than 1,000 of his brothers have applied
for nnd received tho pink tickets which
admit husbands, tlnnces, A,c to the
meetings In the .Seventh Regiment Ar-
mor)-. They come from far and near.
