The inquiry
to-morrow will try to find out If any
one added or induced Burns to commil
any unlawful gc 8 in seeking desired in-
formation frof the Seymour offices,

% Three Appear Against Detective.

Before Chief Magistrate McAdoo yes-
terday was given the testimony of three
witnesses before Frederick Seymour took
the stand and consented to sign a com-
plaint against Burns, This testimony,
District Attorney Swann said afterward,
Justified considering a charge of unlaw-
ful entry into the Seymour oftice, third
degree burglary or malicious mischief
against the detective.

Deputy State Comptroller  Willlam
Boardman, after hearing the evidence,
for which purpose he had come to Part
V1. of General Sessions In the Criminal
Courts Building, =aid that after the com-
pletion of the John Doe inquiry he would
hold a hearing to determine whether
Willlam J. Burns should not be de-
prived of his license as a private de-
tective,

Nothing will be done against Burns
himself by anybody, however, until after
he has had an opportunity to be heard
in his own defence, If anvthing !s done

Isidore Hershfield Gets Mails
Opened in Effort to Pro-
vide Relief.

Teidore Hershfield, a lawver of 99
Nassau street, said on hix return from
Furope aboard the Nleuw Amsterdam
vesterday that there were 600,000 per-
sons of all raligions who were destitute
and starving in that part of Poland
which has been conquered by the Ger-
mans and Austrians,

Mr. Hershfleld returned after n seven
months absence, being rsent abroad hy
the Hebrew Sheltering and Immigrant
Ald Roclety, of ‘'which he is a director.
Hi®r main mission was to open postal
communication with the outside world,
which had been forbidden by the Teuton
administration in Russian territory, as
thousands of families were In dire want
and desirous of getting ald from rela-
tives In America.

“I mucceeded In getting the malls open

NATIONS IN DEADLOCK
OVER GERMAN DYES

White to Be Fashionable Color
for Months Unless Agree-
ment Is Reached.

WasHiNeTON, May 24 —~White will
necessarily he the fashionable color In
America for months to come unless fur-
ther progress is made toward arranging
for the shipment of $5,000,000 worth of
dyestuffs from (iermany. The question
of obtaining British sanction for the
shipment is now deadlocked,

The Republic Trading Company, which
I« arranging for the shipment, has not
vet succeeded |n working out a plan
which the United States can present to
Gireat Britain,

It 1« more than a year now since ne-
gotiations were first opened looking to
the shipment of German dyes to Amer-
The first request made to Great
Hritain to permit the shipment Wwas
agreed to after it had been explained
that payment for the dyestanffs would be
made in American cotton, which had al-
ready reached Germany

But then Germany declined to make
the shipment unless the dyestuffs could
be pald for by subsequent shipments of
cotton and foodstuffs. This plan Great
Britain declined.
