The other was Hourless, almost neg-
lected before the race, only to be lionized
with greater fervor after his gallant vic-
tory. Though Imported Hourless Is an
American product, as he was bred hy
Mr. Belmont In llngland. His sire,

which won the French Derby, Is
richly bred, he being by Chihlwlck, a
son of St. Simon, while his dam was the
famous French racer lialsantree, the
second dam of .Mr. Belmont's great raw
horse Tracery. Hour Glass II., the dam
of Hourless, Is a Itock Sand mare, so
that the win was acceptable in every
way to the chairman of the Jockey
Club.

Jack Mount had wun Impressively on
his llrst start 011 the opening day at
Belmont, and was considered so danger-ou- s

that he was second choice to the
Butler pair. Breeze mid Ivory lllack,
The Cochran pair, Jock Scut and Mary
Powell, 1mi were well thought of and
held at 5 to J, the same price that tilled
against George V, litl'M Jullabon,
Solvelg and Defence weio lidded, and
the fact that the latter belonged to
John K. .Madden caused him to be re-
spected by th layers, who quoted 7 to
1 against him.

When the flag fell and Hourless was
last to get in motion It looked as tliouirli
the long string of defeata for IJiiniunl
candidates In tho Juvenile at Belmont
l'ark would not bo broken.
