HngllHh shlpownlng concerns.

The plaintiff alleges that the partner-
ship was entered Into In June. 1915, at
which time he represented (1. Ilasll Crisp,
chairman of the Anglo-Kussla- ti Trust
Company, and the Ilrltlsli Hunk for
Foreign Trade. .Jayne alleges that the
firm had a IS00.000 order for cartridges
alone and sold picric acid, millions of
shells, projectiles of large calibre and
3,000,000 rifles.

JAPAN CONSIDERS

Mnv Shift Shantung llnilwiiy
(iiinrils to Protect Her

Nationals.

Toiiio, .May 31. The negotiations
the Chinese republic and Japan

concerning the revolutionary disorders In
Shantung province, which are alleged to
be endangering the lives and property of
Japanrae residents, are occupying the at-
tention of both the olllclats and people of
Japan.

The situation was considered by the
f'ablnet Officials denied that the
(lovernmeiit lias decided to send tho
Japanese guards who are patrolling the
Chinese railroad In Shantung to other
point where Japanese citizens nre said
to be In danger, but it Is thought pos-
sible that tills step may be taken before
long unless satisfactory protection Is
provided by the Chinese Government.

The Japanese Minister at I'ekln for-
mally requested the Chinese aovernment
on May 29 to take steps to safeguard
the Japanese citizens In the province of
Miangtung. Tho province has for ome
time been the scene of revolutionary
