Wssl of Poslna uu Austrian
Assault on Monto Fornl AIM who re-
pulsed. On tho Setto Commutil pleuteu,
whero tho Austrian! are Hilviinclng
against Aslsgu, they nro beginning
operations against the Italian positions
on Monte Cenclo and Campo Nlulo.
