Mr. Acworth Is a director of '.he
underground railways of London and
has written a number of hooks on rat!
way development and regulation. It
la no stranger to the I.'nlted States, haw
lng made many trips to this eldc of the
Atlantic, and having been for many
years In touch with the railway situa-
tion here. He Is a close personal friend
of leading railway ofllclals of the
country.

"The war has made heavy drafts upon
the railway workers of flreat Hrltnlti,"

War Adds Trnlllr.
"The war, of course, has brought :i

great Increase In trutllc to the roads
The important part that the railway
system plays In enabling a nation t
meet the shock of war was exempllRod
by the- work done In handling the l'
expeditionary force sent from England
to the Continent.

"I note that your railway companies
are facing demands (rom their train
service employees for nn Increase of
wages and that If the controversy Is

not adjusted In tho course of the eo:i- -

ferences now going on between the man-
ager and the employees the country may
be confronted bv the possibility of a
strike that will tie up all the transporta-
tion linen. That Is a consequence that
should be avoided If possible.

"In England we had a brief experi-
ence of audi a condition In 1311 when a
general strike of railway workers was
called. The strlko Itself lasted a little
leaa than a week, and while It was on
traffio wan not entirely suspended, but
during that brief period It Jntlleted a
tremendous loss not only upon the
workers themselves ami upon their em-

ployers, but chiefly upon the Industry of
the country as a whole.

"The situation leading up to the strike
In a way was similar tn what I under-
stand your present situation to be. The
um Involved In the demands of the em-

ployees was a very law one In the
aggregate, amounting to many millions
of dollars. The managers claimed, as
I understand your managers do, that
they could not meet theso heavy In-

creases out of the Income of the lines.
In one respect, however, there was an
Important difference, between the situa-
tion c the British workers and that of
the men who are asking a wage advance
from your companies. That difference
la In tho pay received.

Average ftt a Week.
The average wage of British engine

drivers were certainly not more than
$10.50 a week. Conductors received not
above $9. while firemen and brakemen
received $7 a week or les. Tho aerace
pay of all railway workers was not more
than $6 a week. Thoso rale of piy t
believe are rather less than one-thir- d

"It happened that the railway strike
occurred at the time of a serious inter
national crisis tho Algeclras affair
and there was a chance that the coun-

try might be drawn Into war. For that
reason the Government Intervened and
Insisted that the Interference with trans-portatlo- n

be ended without delay, A
plan was adopted at the Instance of the
British Hoard of Trade for tho estab-
lishment of boards of conciliation to rt

Theso boards nre
made up of representatives of the em-
ployees and the managers. In case of
failure to agree they appoint one out
side person to act as arbiter of their:
differences. This system on me wnoie
seems to have worked satisfactory .

tration would be likely to result In the
granting of considerable Inct eases In
wages, nnd since it was recognized that
there was merit In the claim of the
managers that the revenues of the roads
were Insufficient to Justify any consid-
erable advance In the rates of pay, the

"Our system of railway regulation Is
naturally somewhat different from yours.
Of course we do not have regulation of
rates and other matters by a large num-
ber of State commissions and Legi-
slature, such ns complicate the situa-
tion and sometimes add to the dltllcultles
of the roads over here. While general su-
pervision of transportation matters rests
with the Hoard of Trade In Kngland, we
have a railway commission which hears
and decides complaints as to rates. This
body corresponds somewhat t your In-

terstate Commerce Commission In the

Investigations on Its own account, and
as maximum rates which the railways
may not pureed are prescribed by law

I'earse, president of the "republic'
brought the biggest demonstration of the
evening. The cheering was almost as
great when Justice HetidrJck, who pre-
sided, said :

"We denounce the murders of these
Irish patriots by Kngland,"

And there was another demonstration
when Jeremiah A. O'Leary declared:

"The liberty of Ireland Is an Ameri-
can question. Tho Declaration of Inde-
pendence makes It so. It says : 'All men
aro created equal.' That means Irish-
men In Ireland as well as Amcricans In
the United States."

Thcro were cheers, too, at the mention,
of tho name of Charles Stewart l'arnell,
cheers that changed suddenly tn hl'sps
when the itcv. Dr. A. A. F.crlo of lloston
spoke the name of John Itedmond.

"No one dares say 'hyphenato' to any
American with Irish blood In his veins,"
said Justice Kendrlck In opening the
meeting. "We aro Americans first, last
and all the time, and It Is as Americans
that we denounce these murders."

"As one result ofthe Dublin tragedy
no responsible American statesman of
this generation will dare to propose nn
alliance with Great Urltaln," declared
Pr. Herle. "Patrick I'earse tore the
mask of hypocrisy from Kngland."

W. Bourko Cockran stirred the crowd
by shouting:

"The massacring of these unarmed
men remains a monument not merely
to the treachery of the Ilrltlsh Govern-
ment but to the cowardice of the Ilrltlsh
soldier. The only way to end thee
tragedies and prevent their recurrence
Is to tear out, root nnd branch, the po-

litical system which makes them pos-
sible."
