ment for crime he has committed.
H hu been guilty of mo of those
frequent financial Irregularities which
the Jaw punishes when they fall but
which are so clono to legitimate com-

mercial transactions that the minds
of ordinary people are confuted about
the culpability of the offender. The
offence and tho man himself, how-

ever, are of little moment, though the
author spends a good deal of time In

analyzing tho man's mental processes
while he Is ntralghtcnlnK out his
Ideaa; neither Is tho moralizing on the
training of immigrant, on the Inef-

fectiveness of social work and on the
duties of citizenship. The real btory
la of the conduct of a number nf
women who hover over the hero and
the other unfortunate men. The au-

thor expresses her admiration of Mrs.
Wllklns Freeman and takes up the
leaat amiable of her traits In Die
delineation of feminine character. The
moat picturesque U an elderly broken
down singer with Krc.it linguistic ac-
complishments who does as she
pleases In the htuld Now Kticlund
town, harangues the disaffected work-Ingme- n

and would be distinctly hu-

morous If she were not an unscrupu-
lous blackmailer. The heroine Is an
Impulsive young girl, con hired of
the hero's Innocence with the faith
that Is Impervious to proof, who acts
on her unreasoning Instincts with a
heedlessness thnt rather chills the
reader's sympathy. The hero's wife
la a beautiful siren who attracts men
but is wholly selfish, soulless, sexless
and false; she lies constantly for
years unsuspected by the men. Then
we have an anxeltc young woman
ever thoughtful of those about her:
who saps the vitality of the men she
pampers; an amiable rich woman who
squander her money on reformer and
aocl il Improvement humbugs and will
lleten to no criticism of them; an old
lady who protects herself u gainst
relatives she dislikes by pretending
to be bedridden and paralyzed; a
conventional matron who represses
with regret her bohemlan Impulses.
An Interesting and rather terrifying
lot of women, by the side of whom
the men eeni pretty faded shadows.
When the cause of all the trouble is
disclosed It has long boon Immaterial
and the Irony is lost in the disgust
at tho woman who has traded on It.
It la a relief to have the author when
ahe gets into action drop tho affected
language with which she begins.
