The Keystone King expressed his senti-
ment In no uncertain fashion at the
Polo Grounds yesterday afternoon, when
he Journeyed thither all the way from
the Ilrcslln Hotel to find that a double
header had been postponed on uecount of
wet grounds.

"ltaln!" said Evers. '"Why, do you
suppose for a moment you ever saw
rnln? This stuff you'ro getting In New
York Isn't rain. it's a light mist.
Come to Boston some time any time
If you wish to see tho real article.

"And that's the reason," continued
the Trojan, "that good clubs like the
Braves ard Giants are taking the mud
of a lot of Inferior talent. There'll be
a reckoning, never fear, unless thle
winter weather hangs over till October.

"Philadelphia Is no stronger than It
was a year ago." said Evers "If It Is
even that strong. It was n cheap pen.
nant Mornt won In 1015. Boston, New
York, Brooklyn and Chicago are nil In
far better shape than a year ago, while
tho Beds arc a club that Is likely to
break loose If Buck Hcrzog can get
his men to glvo them hie best efforta
The old race has hardly started yet.

Calls Season a Joke.
"Good ball players sre more or less

temperamental. They can't play base-
ball In football weather. The many
Interruptions' from cold and rain have
set tho veterans back about where they
were when they reported for spring
training. That's why the good hitters
aren't hitting. The season mi far has
been a Joke. You may throw all
the form hown so far Into the scrap
heap."

Kvcrs Insists that the Br.ives will have
as much to say as to the disposition of
tho 191$ National league pennnjit as
had Stalllnss's clubs of tho last two
seasons.
