But In each of these races there
have been long feuds. The northern
and the southern Serbs are not
in accord; the Croatians are at
dagger points with the Slavonlans
and the people of the Serbian king-
dom. The Poles of Gallcla are
comparatively contented and better
satisfled with the rights they pos-
sess than the questionable nuton-
omy that might he secured by con-
certed actlon with bodies of North
Slava. The Rumanians of the king-
dom have mnever come to definite
agreement as to the terms upon which
thelr Transylvanian brothers were to
be Incorporated in thelr natlon. The
German element could concelve no
greater misfortune than to come un-
der Prussian rule. The Hungarians
do not love the Austrians; but at
the same time thelr memory s long
enough not to forget that it was Rus-
sla that in 1848 helped the Hapsburgs
erush thelir Insurrection for national
freedom.

Galling as the rule of the Haps-
burgs has been to most of the races,
and far short as the monarchy has
fallen of giving any of them the
representation, freedom or recognltion
that they demanded, vet they have
clung to it and fought for it. If they
are lacking In patriotism they have
at least something of an Idea to fight
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The Greatest Mistake of All.

You ask whether the country As
reen from Washington s supporting
the President. And 1 can reply with-
out hesitation that in this crisin the
country certainly s supporting the
President, but that as a whole the
country certainly {s not supporting
Woodrow Wilson. This distinction
you will do well to keep In mind.

In other words, when American eit-
{zens and American troopers are heing
wantonly killed either by Mexican
bandits or by soldlers or others at-
tached to the de facta Goavernment of

Mexico, the whole United States is
