Angling for the Whitefish.

In snswer to the Inquiry which was
published some months ago in the Cou- |
servationdst, the quarterly magnzine
published by the State Congervition
Commlssion, as to the best I'l'IIl.I.]'lf.H‘_‘II of
taking whitefish by handline fiabing,
several successful anglers for whitefish
have reported their wsxperisnces. Al
are agreed that the whitefish s a floah
anter, and that 1t has a smail and ten-

der mouth.
One writér says that “the most Im-
portant art s fo draw in the line

steadily and use a landing net to take
in the fish, An average of only one ont
of three la caught because the mouth Is
so tender that the ¢ish cannot be hauled
oul like bass, pike or bullheads.™

Various types of balt have been found
successful—worms, pleces of perch,
pleces of sucker, and balls of flour
dough—in fact anything that woull be
suitable as bait for lake trout. Froh-
ably the flesh of the sucker, in pleces
about an Inch long, Is the best. The
hook should be small-about the zame
slze as that used for brook trout.

One or two daya prior to fishing It ls
well to balt the ground, for the same
purposs that “chumming” s practised
by marine fishermen. This ls usually
done by scattering cut-up pleces of
minnows, suckers or other cull fish
over the whitefish grounds: In some
cases flshermen have suspended a calf's
head or plece of horse meat in the
walter to attract the fish.

The whitefish, being a cold water fish,
la found at varying depths, acccording
to the natural temperature of the lake
in which it occurs. In Lake Clear, for
instance, it s commonly taken at a
depth no greater than 20 to 30 feet:
whereas In Lake Champlain the best
grounds would probably be o water
fram 75 to 100 feot desp, Anchoring his
boat over the previeusly baited white-
fish grounds, the fisherman slowly Jigs
