There Is
seldom a sugar shortage in this ooun-
try, owing to the fact that New Zoa-
land's mejor supply of this commodity
comes from the Fill Islands.

In case of Insufficient stocks being
available from this source, imports are
made from Queensland, Australia. Al-
though this gives the local manufactur-
ors & distinet advantags, yet high grade
chocolates are not manufactured in this
dominton, and it & unlikely that they
will be During the wer Imports of
fancy box chocolates from the United
States increased by more than 50 per
cent., and thers should be a good per-
manent demand for this grade of goode
from America, sspecially in pound end
half-pound boxes.

Prior to the war England supplied the
groater portion of the chocolates and
candles Imported Into New Zealand, with
Switzerland a close second and the
United States thinl.
