MAJORS AND MINORS

APPROACHING PEACE

Conference at Chicago Brings
Baseball 3Ien Nearer

Agreement.

Ciiicaoo, Feb. 12. Prospocts'of draw,
lng up a uew working agreement between
the major and the minor leagues, at outs
for a year, brightened following
a doublo session between a committee
from tho minors and one from the Na-
tional League. The American Leagut
was represented at the meeting, but did

have an ofllclal committee present
because most of the club owners had left
Ihe city.

No definite action was taken, but It
was anounced that the meeting had
made satisfactory progress.

The American League will not enter Into
any written agreement with tho minors
until arter the disposal of the Bal-
timore Federal League suit It waj) said
At the forenoon session by Connie Mack.
This suit, which is stopping any legal
agreement between the and the
minors, charges that the old agreement
between the two bodies was nroof that
organized baseball was a trust and the
demand for an Injunction Is based on
that point.

The sense of the afternoon gathering
was that the draft should be restored.

nf the members on the minor
league committee declared, however, that
there must bo certain reservations. The
minor league body also declared Itself In
favor of appointing an arbitration board
consisting of two members from the ma-
jors and minors. In case this board
could not agree on a point under discus-
sion It was declared that a party
outside of baseball should be named to
decide.

The optional agreement also was dis-
cussed, but everything was put over

This Is a foolish question. I admit, but
It Is no more foWlth than trying to com-par- e

the fish of swe-- and salt water.
GTOness, to my mind, does not stop at
the fght but also covers th wariness and
Intnltlnn nf A fish.

Take an angler of bass or trout, put a
salt water outfit In his hands, anil If he
Is lucky enough to strike blues he will
get ns!i. On the other hand, put a sea
fisherman on a lake or stream and tell
him to catch bass or trout and he would
bo lost. Why? Because when fclueSshln;
there Is no care required a'bout method of
luring; merely put out your squid, start
chumming and just troll around until you
strike fish.

In trout or bass fishing It Is different
and I need hardly say skill of handling fly,
plug or frog, whlcherer the case may be,
Is one of the Important factors In fishing,
and last but not least salt water tackle
on lake or stream Is out of the question,
as Is fresh water tackle In surf r ocean.
However. I have heard of tarpon being
landed on a trout rod. and I think
the article appeared In an issue of FMd nnd..
