KING GEORGE GIVES
$500 TO ATHLETES

British Monarch Heads List
for Olympic Games Expenses.

King George has made the first defi-

nite move to start a fund to defray the
expenses of the British athletes to the
Olympic Games at Antwerp by a contrl.
butlon of $500, and It la expected that
the move will be followed by other

in the near future. It has al-

ways been the custom that when the
ruler heads anything In England the aris-
tocracy follows, and this means that the
athletic team will hav8 plenty of money
In due course. For some time past there
has been considerable discussion In Eng-
land about tho probable source of money
for the athletic expenses, as. It was
thought that not less than two hundred
thousand dollars would be needed for
the Olympic outfit, but when the situa-
tion simmered out it was found that
less than half the sum would be suffi-
cient

The Amateur Swimming Association
of England has announced that It has a
fund of $5,000 set alde for the purpose
of sending Its best swimmers and water
polo players to Belgium. Even Uius
early a plan of campaign has been
mapped out by the swimmers and only
the very best will have places and
the teams and their amateur status will
have to be without question. A string of

swimmers will also be trained
and they will have to undergo the tame
rigid routlift as the men.
