Its healing waters Its hosts of American
friends.

One of the passengers who arrived In

New York on Thursday aboard the Holland--

America Lino steamship Nleuw
Amsterdam was Dr. D. Tyrnauer of
Carlsbad, medical counsellor and physi-
cian in chief of the Municipal Institutes
for Physical Therapeutics. Dr. Tyrnauer
needs no introduction to America, having

i.ilted hero more than onco before. In
his apartment In tho Hotel Plata last
evening he greeted a reporter for the
Sin and New York Herald.

"First Jet me pay," said the disting-
uished physician, "that Carlsbad Is not,
nor never was a part of German. Car'- -
hael whs originally a part of Bohempy
now it belongs to tno liepuoiio or
Czechoslovakia. When that part of what
Is now tho Republic of Czechoslovakia
was under Austrian rule, Carlsbad was
naturally under tho Austrian flag, but
now the Republic Is an Independent na-

tion, and Carlsbad Is a part of that
nation.

"t want to emphasize this fact for the
reason that unyono might have a pre-
judice, still thinking it a German pos-

session
(rrntr.it Itrort In. World.

I'arlsbad has always been the great-
est health resort In the world. Its at-tr- a.

tions are so well known to Amer-

icans, that it needs no further rec-or-

mendatlon at my hands. It Is only nec-

essary for me to say that It has not
been even scarred by the world war,
and that it Is to-d- the same delight-
ful old Carlsbad which my esteemed
friend and associate of more than one
season, Mr. l'rank A. Munsey, has pro-

nounced 'The great human repair chop
of the world.

"Carlsbad as a health resort has not
been touched by the war. All of the
dozens of hotels and the thousands of
private lodging houses are in perfect
condition. Naturally during the period
of hostilities soldiers were quartered In
the town. They were billeted In the
school houses and other public buildings.
but none was lodged either In the hotels
or in tho splendid bath buildings.

"The only respect In which we suf-

fered directly during the terrible years
was that the number of patients and

IsItors who had come before the war
In a single season to the number of
72.000 dropped In one,of the war years
lo only 15,000. Within the last two
yeais, however, the number Is Increas-
ing again, though as yet we have few If
any foreigners, the patients com!ng
almost exclusively at present from vari-
ous sections of tho Republic of Czecho-

slovakia.
