Edward Davis Jones, one of the
founders of the Wall Street Jowrnal and
one of the most platuresque charactars
of the financial district, died yesterday
morning at his home, 16 West Bixty-
eighth sireet, of hemorrhage of the
brain,

Apparently In the best of health, Mr.
Jones suffered a falnting spell Stnday
Ha rallied quickly, however,
und nothing more was thought of the
Iliness unth early yesterday morning,

when Mrs, Jones was awakened by her
husband gasping for breath. He “died
before n physician could arrive.

Mr. Jones wis born |n Worcester,
Maean, October 7, 1858, gradunted fromy
Worcester Academy and entered Brown
University with the class of 1878, After
three yours at college ha took & posi-
tion with the Providence Joupngl ne dra-
matie” eritie, and later became part
owner of the mewspaper. He sold out
his Interest in that newspaper In 1881
and came to New York to found with
Charles H. Dow, another New Englander,
the fAnancial news concern of Dow, Jones
& Co.

From his Introduction to the Anancinl
district and during his associntion with
Mr, Dow he fought for publicity of the
finangcinl  suilements of large corpora-
tions,~ His fAnancial bulleting grew in
tho course of time to be the founding
of the Wall Btreet Journal,

Mr, Jones was attracted to James R.
Hueene nt the time the latter was enjoy-
Ing his heyday In Wall street; then later,
after pevering his'connection with Dow,
Jones & Co, became nasoclated with
John H. Duvis & Co. as financlul ad-
visor and statistician. He had recently
served in o similar capacity with Tate
& Hays

During the last five years Mr. Jones
conducted o financial column 1w the
Daily Newy Record, In which his quiek
analysis and keen insight into financial
affalrs served a wide clrele, He was an
authority op rallrond financing, had
travelled widely and knew many promi-
nerit rallroad . He also was an In-
timate friend of \the late Cyrus Town-
send Brady, with whom he had planned
to spend his declining yeurs ws a noar
nelghbor. Mr. Hrady's recont death is
known to have been a great shock to
Iim.
