The advnt of an automobile hna
created many problems for Japan, and
American engineers will have an oppor
tunity to help In the solution of them.
Qood roads ore being built everywhere
In Japan, Corea and South Manchuria.
It Is probable that concrete roads will

be. made standard for lnterurban high
ways. The country roads pass through
towns and villages every mile or two ex
cept In the Interior, where mountain
chains and wider expanses'are common.

There arts Ave classes of roads In
Japan: National, Prefectural, District,
City and Town, and Village. The Na-

tional roads run from, Toklo to the great
shrlno at Ie, to headquarters of army
divisions, to naval stations, to prefec-
tural offices and to the chief open ports.
They also connect these with each other.
The greatest wiatn or tneso national
roads Is 42 feet and the minimum IS
feet.

The prefectural roads lead from the
prefectural offices to their several district
offices and to the cities, towns and sea
ports within their respective districts.
Their width Is 24 to 30 feet

The district city and town roads are
the many little connective links which
tie ud tho national and prefectural
roads Into one sreat whole. They have
no definite width and vary from those
barely wide enough for a Jinrikisha to
pass through to those upon which the
cootlo carts travel.

Vast Improvements Forced.
Expenditures of these roads exceed

112.000,0(0 yearly. It Is understood that
twice this amount will be expended
during the current year and the com
ing of the automobile Into such t'cn
era! uso practically makes certain the
annual expenditure within three years
of as much as iM.OOp.wo.

Bridges arc an Important Item
Japan's road building. Already there
are 3K,H4 bridges on a total mileage of
built roads of less than KO.pOQ miles
Of there bridges 18 or Iron, T1.2SS stone,

25.SW wood, and the rest are of earth,
pontoons, Ac. No consideration has
been given to city streets, but the big
cities will epon let largo paving con'
tracts. I The automobile Is forcing mu
nicipalities to condemn great strips of
property for tho widening of streets.
It Is forcing the construction of good
roads, paved streets and thoroughfare
and while these activities are
ucta of the automobile, they should be
taken Into account by both engineers
and exporters of automobiles to the
Orient.

The cars mostly In use throughout
Japan, Corea and South Manchuria are
American. Prior to the war America'
share In the sale of good cars was
negligible. The cheap and popular grades
preuominaieu. Tne tendency since the
war has been to return to Europe for
nigh grade cars, but deliveries from
there have not yet materialized. This
has given high grade American cars a
chance and they are now seen almost
everywhere. However, the preference
in nign graoo cars la for those of Euro
ean origin.

Tour-
ing cars are ud only for business,
Runabouts are not used at all.

The Idea that quality cars come from
Europe enly Is duo to the American
custom of advertising the creative abil-
ity of our manufacturers, the size of
their organizations, the tremendous'
quantity or output and the popularity
of design and price. In tho Japanese
mind the great advertisements of Amer--
.can cars create tho Impression that
more care was taken In the nroductlon
of the advertisement than In tho pro-
duction of tho car. This advertising
policy Is unfortunate for all foreign
markets particularly the Oriental.

wnotner reason for this Impression Is
the policy of British and contlnent.il
salesmen to lay great strcsi upon
quality. They talk quality atl the time.
They shew that with quality there can
not be a quantity production. After
a careful groomlne over a lomr period.

Ube Orientals have come to the belief
that for price and quantity America:
but for quality, only England and
Europe.

This docs not mean that America will
not continue to sell cars of all grades to
Japan. Thj war has so completely crip-
pled European production that America
can feel secure In the field at present,
hut if America would assure the future
of this market more attention must be
paid to preaching quality only.

Japan Is taking the automobile busi
ness seriously and there are Just now
opening up in this section of the Orient
greu: opportunities for Joint Amorlcnn- -
Japanese development of the business.
Jnpanffo companies aro anxious to ex
tend their activities to the manufacture
of cars and are willing to Join hands with
America In such ventures and to sharo
the profits. This Idea seems to be the
predominant one on ail sides, and there

FOR EAST INDIES

Dutch Government Sends

Agent to Islands to Effect
Economics.

Br JOILV A. FOWLEll.
United States Trade Commit doners'
Under the present method of purchas

ing supplies for the Dutch East Indian
Government various departments at
permitted to get the material In tho local
markets Independently of one another,
but If such material cannot bo obtained
there or Is thought better to be pro
cured from abroad a requisition Is made
on the cotonlal department of tho homo
Government, which makes tho purchase
tnrough Its purchasing bureau. Though
this method has Its advantages, especial
ly uurmg war tiroes when materials
are hard to ret, the Government Is said
to have lost considerable sums through
one department bidding against another.

with the hope of effecting a saving to
the Government and making the pur
chasing abroad more effective officers of
mo coiomai department or tne nomo
Government have been In the colony for
rome months arranging for a reorgani-
zation of the local purchasing system
along more scientific lines.

Under the new plan, except for such
articles as require special knowledgo In
selecting and testing, all purchases will
be made through the purchasing bureau
of the colonial department, which will
have an office at Batavla besides the
organization abroad. Duplicate requisi
tions will be sent to the Batavla office
and to The Hague, every opportunity
possible being given the home business
community to participate in the bus!
ness. When, however. It Is decided to
make the purchase abroad a requisition
Is sent to the branch office In Ntew
York and European manufacturers are
notified that the purchasing office at
Tho Hague fs open to receive offers.
Though this New York office has had
wide discretion In purchasing, the proba
bilities are that requisitions will more
and moro bear Instructions to refer
prices and conditions to The Hague be-
fore definitely purchasing, as the Euro
pean sources of supply open up.

The purchases for tho Government ere
a very Important Item In the Imports
of this colony, totalling In 1917 over 20,
000,000 florins, or about W,000;000, not In
cluding Imports of gold and silver, and
In 1318 the Imports Into Java and
Madoera alone amounted to 27.JCC.21
florins, or approximately $11,000,000, of
which the United States supplied J1.170.
009 of sundry imports and $2,262,000 of
Iron nnd steel products.

JAPAN-CHIL- E HUE PLANNED.

Sailing Vessels to He Used on New
rtontes.

Tokto, Feb. 17. Plans for the open
ing of direct lines of sailing vessels be-

tween Chile nnd Japan now aro being
made by leading business men of the
two nations. With this object In view, a
shipping Arm, to bo capitalized at over
$1,000,000, Is being promoted, with the
Intention to buy or build six sailing ves
sels, each of about 5,000 tons, and to be
equipped with auxiliary engines.

Francisco Rlvas, Minister of Chile to
Japan, has been encouraging the project
since he reached this country two years
ago.

Japan Is one of the principal consum
ers of Chilian nitrates, nnd Imports a
great deal of copper and Iron ores and
other raw materials abundant In Chile.
On 'the other hand, there Is understood
to be a great demand In Chile for Japa
nese cotton goods, glass wares, porce-
lains and ether products; but their ex-

portation to Chile Is hampered by high
freight rates.

Japan is now assiduously engaged In
extending her trade to the South Pa
cific Islands, the Straits Settlements ind
other places, and It has been suggested
that the proposed lines of sailing ves-
sels could be outlined for this purpose.

amined at the hospital periodically:
The need of such an Institution In

Ehtlzhal Is appreciated when It Is re-

membered that the 20,049 or more for-
eigners are domiciled In a city of more
than 2,W.9 which has no sewers and fn
which none, of the ordinary safeguards
to preserve the public health exist.
Wages are exceedingly low In compari-
son with Occidental standards, and
range from K, Mexican, a month for
the coolie house boy up to probably $15,
Mexican, a month for a cook. It Is a I

modest establishment that has not two'
or more native domcstlo workers.

The foreigner has sought to safeguard
his health by following- - the common
practice of engaging his physician by
the year, under contract, and by other
means. Yet it Is felt that the door or
the foreign household has been left open
to Infection by Ignoring the condition
of servants who aro recruited from all
quarters of the community and who for
the most part come from outside the
limits or the international settlement
that forms the heart of the city. It Is
to deal with this source of danger that
the Safety First Club was formed.
