It was wrong, Prof. Leacock thought,
to accept as fact the beliefs of such
men as Sir Oliver Lodgo because of the
standing nnd reputation of tho men.
Conceding that Sir Oliver is a great
physicist, the Canadian continued:

"But when he talks of spirits he Is
not talking ts a physicist, or at any
rato he ought not to be. In the realm
of spiritism knowledge of physics
doesn't count

"Then there Is Prof. Jastrow. He
has been doing some good work as a
sort of counter Irritant to Sir Oliver
Lodge. But I do not think the, cure for
tplrittam will be found In scientific dis-

putes or controversies or challenges or
beta or charges and counter charges
nnd nil the rest of the sort of thing we
are getting Just now. The best cure for,
It la ridicule. it does little good to get
angry about It It can stand that But
It we make fun of it, that is some-

thing It cannot stand. By ridicule I
mean the sort that has made Punch fa-

mousridicule so ktndly and yet so
powerful that 'the thing ridiculed la
simply swept away. Americans always
have prided themselves on their sense
of humor. Let them try a dose of the
kind of humor that Punch gives Its
readers in England. That is the way to
drive out the evil spiritists."

OPPOSES EXHIBIT OF

VICTORY HALL PLANS

Should Not Bo IriC.llKiOfl 111

Mayor's Competitive Display,
Says Gen. Wlngate..

Gen., George W. WITlgate, president of
the Victory Hall Association, Inc., has
addressed as letter to Rodman Wana-mnke- r,

chairman of the Mayor's Com-

mittee on a Permanent War Memorial,
protesting against, the Inclusion of the
association's Victory Hall plans ln.the
competitive exhibition to be conduced
by the Mayor's committee.

The objective of the Victory Hall As-
sociation, Gen. Wlngate writes, appears
to be quite different- from that of the
Mayor's committee, and while the asso-
ciation Is In sympathy with tho com-
mittee's Idea of a great war memorial
to be erected by the public, the associa-
tion has Its own definite objective,
which la) for a great auditorium' that
will combine many .features and will be
at one an architectural and utilitarian
acquisition.

The Victory Hall Association plans
the erection of this monument In Per
shing Square, the cost to be defrayed by
public contribution. Besides a number
of forums there are to be drill halls.
rifle ranges, athletic departments and
headquarters for the American Legion,
club rooms and such. In working out
its plans. Gen. Wlngate says that the
association has Jbeen advised by such
organizations as the American Fine Arts
Federation and the American Institute
of Architects both as to the architectu-
ral plans and the site.

The public should not be contused.
Gen. Wlngate holds, Into the belief that
the association of which ihe Is head is
entering Into any competition looking
toward the ultimate prevailing of Its
plans. The associations enterprise Is
a separate one, and the General adds f
tho Mayor's committee should decide
eventually upon some great monument,
or a memorial bridge across. the Hudson,
tho committee may count upon the
hearty cooperation of the Individual
members of the. Victory Hall Associa-
tion.

TEACHERS COLLEGE EEVIEWED

Progress of Lincoln School Shown
In Education Report.

The Lincoln School of Teachors Col
lege, established two years ago, la the
subject of the first Instalment of the
annual report of the General Educa
tlon Board.

This year, the report says, the school
has had twenty-seve- n regular and three
n&rt time teacners and Ave Invostlga
tors. There are 184 pupils, as against
118 last year. Tho variety of work
undertaken makes necessary a longer
school dav and school week than Is ous-

tqmary. That many of, the pupils find
the work so Interesting that they and
their parents are willing to leave It con-

tinued on Saturday morning Is Indicated
by the fact that, the Saturday percentage
of attendance, which Is optional, has
been 57, 48 and 42 per cent, respective
ly, for each semester.

The reDort says: "At the end of two
years It la obviously too early to pass
Judgment on the soundness of the
school's alms and the efficiency with
which these efforts ore Being mane to
realise these alms. It may. however,
be fairly said that the entire staff Is in
a distinctly critical attitude toward the
work of the school."
