He explained how he first
received Llpscher In 1914 when a press
campaign waa raging against him,
Llpscher, according to Calllaux, brought
film documents tending to prove that
the Figaro, which was most prominent
among his accusers, was In the pay of
Count Tlsxa, chief of the Ocrmanophlle
party In Hungary.

'These weapons were offered nt the
time when a great tragedy occurred
which will forever remain the most
terrible moments of my existence," M.
Calllaux said. 'They enabled me to
defend my honor and live. I accepted
them."

Ho said he had refused to have any-
thing to do with Llpscher during the
war, referring to the nlle'ged peace
proposals of Llpscher and Louis J.
Malvy, former Minister of tho Interior,
who was banLshcd from Franco In
August, 1918, after being convicted of
having hold communication with the
enemy, as emanating from Baron von
der Lancken, former civil Governor of
Brussels.
