FRANCE DEMANDING

GERMANY'S VESSELS

Country Incensed at Berlin's
Evasion of Somo 'clauses

of Treaty;

SHIPPING IS SUFFERING

vessels sunk by German submarines
during tho war. aro
French shipping concerns clamorous
for tho fulfilment of theso treaty con-

ditions, demanding1, after tho old Mosaic
law, nn eye for nn eye that Is 4o say,
ton for ton. They demand that Ger-
many bo made- - to surrender to Franco
vessels of the samo character as those
sunk by the Germnn undersea raiders
In so far as such restitution Is posslblo.

When theso triaty terms w'ero made
France had IsIons of obtaining a con-
siderable part of tho German mer-
cantile floct, which sho proposed to
utlllzo In building up her own mer-
chant marine. Now sho complains

Great Britain and tho United
States received a greater percentage
of German ships, duo them than has
France, although about 500,000 tons of
the total tonnage due to France has
been received by tho French.

Tho situation appears particularly
Irritating to French shipping con
cerns, many of whoso vessels, after
having been requisitioned by the Gov-
ernment, wcre destroyed by tho

onuSiow, with tho big advance
In tho cost of materials and labor over
that of pro-w- ar days, it costs many
times as much to build a vessel as It
did early in 19H.

Reorganization.

TO FILE CONSENT DEGREE

Meat Concerns to Bo Separated

Prom Many Unrelated
Food Lines.

Sptrlal to Tns Sett and Nicw Yoait Hiium.
Washington, Feb. 21. Negotiations

between tho Department of Justice and
attorneys for tho "BIr Five" packers
for tho dissolution of the allctred pack-
ers' trust toy a consent decree practi-
cally havo Veen flnlahed and all of tho
details and terms of tho reorganization
of tho business and the separation of
tho "Dig Fivo" from many of their ac-

tivities agreed upon.
Tho proceeding, It has been deter-

mined, Is to bo filed in tho District of
Columbia Supreme Court February 27.
The decree will prpvldo In detail for tho
method of business and Ilnanclal reor-
ganization. It will outllno the scope,

tho financing and tho holding of the
separate companies that w'sj take over
the many lines of activity that tho pack-
ers engaged In outside of tho slaughter-
ing and packing of meat and meat prod-
ucts and tho wholesale handling ,of
poultry, butter, cheese and eggs.

Though tho general organization plan
will not be mado known until the de-

cree Is filled. It Is understood that It
contemplates In so far as possible local
control over retail distributing establish-
ments, all of which are to bo closed or
operated Independently. This will mean
a heavy demand for local capital.

To Sell Many Interests.
The packers must sell all their holdings

In stock yards, railroads and terminals!
sell their interests ln market news-
papers; dispose of their interests in pub-

lic cold storage warehouses, and forever
dleassoclato themselves from- - all unre-
lated lines, Including wholcsalo grocer-le- a,

fresh, canned, dried or salt fish;
fresh, dried or canned vegotables; fresh,
crushed, dried or canned fruits; molas-
ses, honey, Jams, Jellies, confetfttons,
preserves, soda, syrups, spices, sauces,
relishes, coffee, sugar, tea, bread, wa-

fers, biscuits and other foodstuffs.
In addition to this tho packers must

forever abandon tho, tiso of branch
houses and must perpetually submit to
tho Jurisdiction of the court.

This latter provision is regarded as an
Important one, because the proceeding Is
to be filed and the decrco entered In the
Supremo Court of the District of Co-

lumbia, the smallest Jurisdiction In tho
country and far removed from tho major
activities of the packers.

Subsidiaries Arc Named.
All of tho subsidiaries of tho packers

aro to be named as defendants In tho
proceeding.

Reasonable time will bo given for the
various reorganizations and tho selling
cut and tho recapitalization which will
bo necessary under the decree.

Even this sweeping decree will not end
the troubles of tho "Big Five." however,
