“It Is to be hoped that these very
mild provisions may be accepted by both
raliroads and oyees in the adjust-
mont of preserit and future differences
I fthey are not sooeptad, af this much I
am perfectly cloar, there pever will be
more than one oation-wide rallroad
strike. Lat ons such strike occour and
the force of publio opinion will compel
the Congress of ths United States to
adopt some plan whereby disputes and
transportation will be required to be
submitted to governmental tribunals and
substantial Intarferences with the com-
merce of the country will ba Inhibied by
proper penalties The suprems power in
this country Is the Government, and its
authority will not be suspendsd or sst
for naught at the behest of any man or
am of men, no matter who thoy may
