Is loading Alsatian potash at Rotterdam
and Antwerp for shipment to New Or-

leans. These ports were utilized for
these shipments before the war, but as
Alsace now Is French It Is argued that
French ports should be used for this
trade.

Business associations In Havre have
started a campaign for the utilization of
that port In connection with this busi-
ness and are receiving the cooperation
of Senator Helmer and tho Alsatian
Potash Commercial However,
tlio inadequate railroad facilities be-

tween Havre and the Alsatian
fields mako the problem a difficult one.
Trains carrying 600 tons of potash from
Alsace to Havre and operated twice a
week aro promised, but It is recognized
that greater must be provided
If such a trado movement is to bo es
tablished.

French business men also aro asking
that shipments of Alsatian potash to
the United States be made In French
vessels. Franco Is hopeful of great
economic benefit from this potash trado.

HORSES ANt) COWS

Farms Being Denuded Owing
to Rate of Exchange.

taking advantage of tho low rate of ex
change, .are denuding certain French de-
partments of live stock and causing a
cry of alarm to be sent up from cattle
raising districts at this Swiss buying
campaign, which, it is charged, was in-

stigated by Germany.
Men who represent themselves as be-

ing Swiss agents aro going about France
and visiting country fairs, buying horses
and milk cows, regardless "of price. Re-
cently a French dealer sold twelve
horses for no lees than 34,000. Horses
sultablo for slaughter for food bring an
average price of $60 each, which at tlio
present rate of exchange, represents a
tremendous profit for Swiss buyers.

Tho result of this Swiss live stock buy-
ing campaign is a big decrease, In the
number of head of farro and dairy
animals In France and a large decrease
In dairy products.

Paris, Feb. 21. Owing to the In

creased cost of newsprint paper and
production, the prlco of newspapers In
France probably will be advanced from
10 to 20 centimes each. This action
was decided on at a. meeting of 303 own-

ers and publishers of dally French news-
papers Just held here. They unani
mously decided to aek 'tho Government
to permit tho advance In tho selling
price of their newspapers.
