flold, each ecalled the Morse Associs-
tlon of America.

Fred M, Willlams of New York, who

tion, has just sent out a letter to mem-
bors In which he mays the eplit .was
dus to o dealrp on the part of the West-
orn man to alinnge the headquuriers from
New York to Chicago and so change
the Wy-lows that they would be in full
voptrol.  Falllng in this they Incor-
porated an independent assoclation
under the sama name, he BAYE.

The Wastern orxanization 1= made
up chiefly of thoss who produce and
markot horses in that part of the coun-
try, while the original assocliation in-
oludes among its ofticers and members
the leading manufacturers and dealers
of the United States, whose products,
such as  hay, grain, harness, horse
shoea and the like are dependent on
the nsers of horses for thelr sale,
When this asgociation was formed in
New York last Oclober It electad o
troasurer from Kansas City, and di-
reclors representing every seotion and
every branch of the industry, from the
breeder to the blacksmith, in an &t-
tempt to make it as brond &a the
eountry and thoroughly representative.

Mr. Willlams says that even aiter
the Illinols associstion hiad been form-
od n delegation from the older organ-
Isation went to Chleago to try and
bring about harmony and wunity, but
tha confercnce falled for reasons al-
rendy stated. He and his asioclates
will therefors go ahead with the work
of promoting the uss of horses on the
score of economy and rellabllity for
short hauls in transportation and for
all farm work. Manufacturers and
dealers representing ecapltal estimated
at more than §100,000,000 are behind the
movement, he says,

malntalns that teams are certainly
