The slanghter of one-half of the
deer berd of the Adirendncks last
fall in consequence of the repeal of
the buck law bas caused sportsmen
to turn to Albany to see what the
Legislature and Governor Samirm in-
tend to do regarding the remnant left.
If the preseut law, fathered by As-
semblyman Evemprr, which permits
the killing of one deer of either sex,
other than fawns, remalns upen the
statute books it is the bellef of those
familiar with the Adirondacks that
within two, three or four years the
deer herd will bave been extermi-
nated by the huntars.
