FAST BOAT ABROAD

New Motor Craft Will Have
Guaranteed Speed of 75
Miles Per Hour.

According to Chrig Smith of Algonae,
Mich,, who has bullt many of the wpeod
boats that have represented this coun-
try in the races for the Harmswarth
Ltrophy, and who s exhibiting Mims
America at tha motor boat show in
Chrand Central Palace this week, it looks
as If It would be the United Stales
agalnst only England this yeir in the
contest for the trophy, a8 France has
not been heard from.

Tho boat is to be equipped
with two twelve cylinder Grant cngines
and must be ready for the elimination
races which will ba ataged elther the
jast week of June or the first week of
July.

Motor Boat Club of England. The dis-
