Bome time ago, in referring to the famous flve hour wrestling draw
between DBilly Muldoon and Clarence Whistler, we sald that the latter was
a Briton. Yesterday wa were taken to tasik for this error by Henry F.
Jacoby, who once managed Whistler, Mr. Jucoby s a past commander of
Reno Post of the G. A. R. “Your reference to Whistler as n Briton should
make him turn over in his grave In far off Australln sald Mr, Jacoby
“Whistler wos an American if anybody ever was a Yankee. Whistler was
n dlstant relative of the great artlst Jamea MeNell Whistler, and was born
on a farm near Delphl, Ind., In 1866, Ie was desconded Loth paternully
and maternally from old Amerfenn colonfal stock. e eume to New York
in 1880, under the joint management of mysclf—I was a distant relative
of his—and James Pilkington, the noted oarsman and all round athlete. He
beat Quigly, Grmeo-Roman champion of the Police Department of New
York: H. M. Dupher, champlon collar and elbow wrestler of America (mixed
styla); ¥. Baier, Grmeo-Roman champlon of France, and A. Christal, former
Greco-Roman champlon of France, He wrestled draws-—catch-as-catch-con
—with Bibby and Acton, great English wrestlers, He also wrestled o flve
hour draw (Graeco-Roman) with Muldoon for the champlonship of the
world, At the end of flve hours the lights were mysteriously extingulshed
to save somebody from defeat—not Whistler, you ean be assured,

“Whistler, In company with the late Maurice Barrymore, fathor of Ethel,
Jack and Lilonel, went to Austradla In 1885 and thers beat Dan Thomas
catch-as-cateh-can for the champlonship of the Antipodes. BSoon thercafter
Whistler was attacked with pneumonia and dled. Whistler from a purely
sclentifie point of view was not an expert wrestler. He know little about
the game up to his twonty-fourth year, but relied principally upon his great
strength and activity. From the tips of his toes to the crown of his head
he was probably one of the most powerful men of modern times in all round
feats of atrength—Sandow, 8t, Cyr and Curtls not excepted. He was §
feet 8§ inches in height ond welghod 175 to 180 pounds.”
