Justice Eugene A, Phiibin of the Ajp-
'pellate Divislon, First Depattment, of tha
Suprema Court, died yesterdny afternoon
in lils home at 4 West Fifty-second
strest, following mn (liness of only five
dayve, He was atricken with pneumonia
Tuenda, but news of his [ilness had not
beonme generally known,

One of the best known jurists in the
Btate, Juatice Philbin was elected to the
Supreme Court bench in 1013, Befors
thut time he had served an District At-
torney in this city and as u member of
the Rtate Board of Charities, He was
prominent soclully and was well known
in Roman Catholle Church clrclés for
s chayltable work.

I In commenting on Justice Philbin's

deatl, Justice Cavegan declared lie did
not doubt it wes partly the result of the
continement and unremitting preasare of
the large volume of work belng handied
by the Appellate Division. Justice Phill-
bin was appointed to the Appellate Divie
slen In May, 1819, by Gov. Smith, His
term would have expired in 1887,

Itorn In this city sixly-two vears ago,
Cdustice Philbin recelved his early school-
ing In the public schoola and then nt-
tendod the College of S Francis Xayler,
He stodled law at Columbla Univarsity,
graduating In 1885, Immediately there
after he began wctive practice of law
and In 1813, when he was elocted Lo the
bench, was senlor member of the firm of
Philbin, Beekman, Menken & Grincony

In 1599 and 1900 Justice Philbin was
u member of the Srate Board of Char-
Ities. At the expiration of the latter
venr he was appeinted District Attorney
in this ity by Ciov.
