Enlarged and Improved Recre-

ational Grounds to Bo Me- - '

mortal to War Heroes.

As a memorial to tho ninety Bart-- ,
mouthy, men who gave their llvos In tlie
great' war the Alurrint Council of thC
college has rroposed an athletic field for
the undergraduate bojy to be built on,'
the site of the present oval at Hanover,
N. II., with the addition ot considerable
territory to the eastward. Tho project
calls for the cdnatructlon of a new
gymnasium, additional tennis courts and
hockey rinks, several additional baseball
and football fields and a concrete grand
stand to take the place of tho temporary
stand on the east eldo of the oval. The'
entire tract Is to be drained, graded and
fenced, and supplied with proper ap-
proaches.

The cost of the enterprise Is esti-
mated at $3G0,000 and it Is proposed to
finance it by the Issuance of ninety cer-
tificates of htcmorlal participation
at 11,000 each, a certificate for
each man on the honor roll.
