WASHINGTON, March 19.

On November 19 last tho
German trenty wns rejected by
tho Senate with 41 voting for
nnd CI against ratification with
the Lodge reservations.

an extension of the state of war. Sena-
tor Hitchcock observed that ho had un-

derstood Senator Hrandrgee wanted to
tafte the Issue to the people, and was
surprised at tho reservation being
offered.

Tho preamble, ns ft then c.ime up for
the Hnal fight on ratification, follows:

That the Senate advise and con-

sent, to tho ratification of the Treaty
of i'eace with Germany concluded
nt Versailles on the 28th day of
Juno, 1910, subject to the following
reservations and. understandings
which are hereby made n part and
condition of this resolution of ratlil-catlo- n,

which ratification It not to
tnki) effect or bind the United States
until tho said reservations and un
derstandings adopted by the Senate
have been accepted as a part and u
condition of this resolution of ratifi-
cation by thp Allied nnd Associated
Powers, and n failure on the part of
the Allied apd Associated Powers to
make objection to said reservations
and understandings prior to the d.
poilt of ratification by tho United
States shall bo taken as a full and
final acceptance of such reservations
and understandings said Powers.

I. enroot IMnmr 1'restilcnt.
Senator Inroot (Wlo.) opened the

general discussion on the ratification
resolution. Charging the President with
responsibility for the treaty's failure-- ,

he said a. year ago nobody could have
Imagined the spectacle of the Hornh nnd
the Hitchcock forces as far apart ns
the poles In ptirpo'e, otlng now to-

gether to kill the treaty. Kor that com-

bination the President must be held re-
sponsible.

Rxaminlng the reservations, he de-

clared them simply calculated to pre-eer-

American Interests. As to Ireland,
he said, the ratification vote will show
who are the "real friends of Ireland,
for those who yesterday Inserted the
Irish resolution will y vote against
ratification with IL"

Senator l'omerene (Ohio) said he
completely disagreed from what the
President has said about resolut-
ions nullifying and "cutting the heart
from the treaty." He. believe, they
properly protected American Interests
and he bhould vote to ratify as he did
oh November 15.

"The question," he said, now, not
what should be done, but what can be
done. We must be willing to make con-

cessions and to compromise In order
to rntlfy. 1 appeal to Senators nnd to
the President to compoe their differ-
ences nnd make ratification possible for

Senator Walsh (Mont.), who In

November voted against ratification,
announced his change, he Intended to
support It nnd he presented an an-
alysis of tho political situation to
Justify himself.

JUDGE RECOGNIZES
THE IRISH REPUBLIC

Requires Alien to Renounce
Fealty to De Valcra.

Bprrto in Tor Sin a.nb New Yo.uk Hrsin.
fllK'Aoo, March 1 for the drst time

In American history an Irishman seeking
citizenship in an American court was re
quired to forswear allegiance to the re
public of Ireland Judge Marcus Kava
naugh y extended formal judicial
recognition to the new republic by com-
pelling Patrick King, a' grain elevator
worker to renounce featly to President
Einnonn de Valcra and the de facto gov
eminent of the Emerald Isle.

King had renounced allegiance to King
Oeorge and the Kingdom of Great Brit
ain and Ireland when Judgo Kavanaugh
called hack tho embryonic American and
Insisted that he make tho renunplatlon
complete by forswearing citizenship in
the Irish republic. As the first Irishman
to ,'C askd to desert tho Irish republic
King hes.tated slightly, hut finally com
piled. The oath of nlli glance to tho
United States was then administered.

"Itv compelling the oath cf renunchv
tlon to the Irish republic." said Judge
Kavanaueh, "I wish It dlstlnctlr under
stood that I Intended to extend Judicial
recognition to the de facto (jovernmerft,
which actually exists In Ireland with tho
consent of nine-tenth- s of the governed
the principle of enun
ciated by President Wilson, which the
wh lie world applauded.

"Though the Irish (ioverr.ment Is not
recognized by other foreign nations. In
that respect It Is In the same position
that the United States was during the
years intervening between 1776 nnd 1 "S3,
with the difference that the proximity
of Ireland his permitted Oreat Hritaln
to maintain n military occupancy. The
Rrltlsh Government maintains control In
Ireland merely by force of arms, and
while most of ti e ofllcers of the republic
of Ireland, elected by an overwhelming
majority of the people, aro In prison or
in exile, that does not alter the fact thnt
the Irish republic is nnd should be recog-

nized as a distinct entity."

Having voted In November, 1318. to
divide their Government In the midst of
a world risls, the American people now
find themselves without a Government
that can function. Partisanship has
paralzed Its members. The command-Ir- g

prestige that the United Stales won
In the war has been frittered away, and
the country, after all Its superb achieve-r- r

cnts, stands before the world y

dHeredited and without n real friend.
This Is the pnnlty of that betrayal of
faith which is all concentrated In the

r'usal to ratlfv the treaty of
peace So far as the United States
Senate Is concerned, the dead of this war
have died In ''nln.

Tho New York Times Senator Lodge
haa accomplished his purpose, but not
In the way he had planned He has
never wavered In his resolve to destroy
Mr. Wilson's work hut he Intended that
the Senate should ratify, the President
reject. The Senate Is Republican and
there rests the responsibility for the re-

jection. Mr. lyOdge might at nny time
hae seciire-- latlilcatlon with

sufficient for every reasonal le pur-
pose, reservations not obviously intended
us dagger-thrust- Ho has been beaten
nt his own game, a most despicable,
deadly game, nnd upon him, as the
leader of tho Republican majorfty, the
actual responsibility falls and will rest.

The end ho sought to accomplish did
not Justify Senator Gerry's reservation
about Ireland. No merely political exi-
gency could Justify such an affront to a
friendly nation.

The wreck of the treaty Is so complete
that the country may well despair of
nny salvage. Rut to say that this great
Instrument of liberty and peace cannot
bo saved would be Indeed a cunsel of
despair unworthy of the acceptance of a
nation which only a few months ago
cherished noble aspirations, the aspira
tions above all of ending the world war
In a way to make the repetition of It m
possible. Now that the bloody work has
been done In Washington there should
be a revulsion of feeling there. Would
It not be possible for President Wilson
to take advantage of his present oppor-
tunity to address to the Senate nnd the
country a statement picturing forth, us
ho of nil men knows best how to picture
forth, the consequences of our failure to
ratify Hip treaty, of our refusal to be
come a member of the League of Na-

tions?
Such a stitement would be effective In

proportion that It was not controversial.
Reservations thPrP may ho and will

be. but the loimtry would demand nnd
compel ratification If It understood wii.it
dangers failure to make peace and enter
the league Involves and Invites.
