Senator, Here to Sneak, Says

He Is Only Aspirant Not Hit
by Money Scandal.

WOULD LIMIT EXPENSES

Aids of 'n tier, Hoover and
J Wood Deny Lnvislmcss in
: Spending: Cash.

I'lilteit Slates Senator Hiram W

Johnson! candidate for the Republican
Presidential nomination, arrived yester-

day afternoon for a week's speaking
campaign In New York city and Imme-

diately proceeded to make It clear that
he Is a "poverty stricken candidate" and
that Ms campaign noes not participate
In any fashion In the public scandal of
money spending which he declared

exists In various political
quarters.

Indeed. It began to appear estcrday,
aborning to a sudden deluge of denials
from Republican Presidential aspirants,
lltat nobody is spending any money
worth mentioning.

Capt. J. V Lucey, temporary chair-
man of the Hoover National Republican
Club, with headquarters In the Winder-bll- t

Hotel, declared that his organization
has expended only aproximately $li,000
to date and that no single contribution
in excess of $1,000 haiH-ee- received.

Judge John R. Davles, executive head
of the Nicholas Murray Butler .commit-
tee, Issued a statement appealing or a
polirv of unlnstructed delegatrn In view
tif "disclosures which allege an uneon- -
seionablj expenditure of money for the
purposo of securing convention votes."

Major-Ge- Leonard Wood's commit-
tee has been busy for several days de-

nying charges of a big campaign fund
and lavish expenditures.

I'nderstiinds Ilutler, Not Hoover.
Senator Johnson said he could under-

stand Dr. Butler's point of view. He
could not. howover, understand the at-
titude of Mr. Hoover. Ho said:

"Mr. Hoover has a perfect right to be
a candidate- for President under any
part.v or six parlies, if he chooses, but
I do not understand why any American
should lw ashamrd of being a candi-
date. To sav that he Is not a candidate
is absurd. He's breaking1 his neck run-
ning for the nomination. Tn California
he has a strong organization and plenty
of coin. Ho has been a candldato for
months."

Seni r Johnson said he favors a
legal limit be put upon campaign expen-
ditures.

"Thero Is no question that it Is a
nktional scandal the manner. In which
people are exploiting certain candidates
just as if they were a patent medicine
or a new soap. It Is ridiculous," he
said.

"1 have or.me into New York in some
respects against organized politico and
organised wealth undertaking to exploit
politics, I hc.ie to'appral to the people.
