McCormick Art

Boynolds, Itnclmrn and Turner
Represented Col. Euppcrts

Library on View.

Tho it nail McCormick collection of
paintings now on vlow at tho Ameri-
can Art Association is almont entirely
British In character, and aa tho collect-
ing of great British landscapes and
portraits has beon tho leading passion
of America's moat conspicuous nrt ama-
teurs for yoars, tho dispersal of tho
present Imposing gallery will attract
widespread attention.

All of tho most admired of theso
palntors aro represented, and that s

that now have lengthy pedlgreeB
and which havo boen so In request for
loan exhibitions In publld museums, that
the publlo now vialtlng tho exhibition
will look upon thorn as old frienda.
Mr. McCormick did not rostrlct himself
to tho famous trio, Reynolds, Raoburn
and Lawrence, for whoso art Americans
seem to have an especial affiliation,
but acquired notable examples all along
tho line, with specimens by Gainsbor-
ough, Becchcy, Hogarth, Turner, Rom-no- y,

Morland, Opie, Wilson and Bonlng-to- n.

It la Indeed a significant showing.
The world of studonta, as well aa the
collectors, will And It necessary to
study it.

Among the pictures by Sir Joshua
Reynolds Is an Interesting portrait of
Mrs. Baldwin In the Oriental costume
that she wore nt a ball given by George
III. Mrs. Baldwin was a great belie,
nnd In addition to tho honor of having
her sprlghtllness perpetuated for pos-
terity, for she Is seated in tho picture
upon a sofa with her feet curled up
under her, she Is said to havo Inspired
an unrequited affection In tho bosom
of the almost dying Dr. Johnson, who
onco demanded permission for a chaste
salute in the presence of tho lady's
husband. The kiss was given, or to uso
the biographer's word, "indicted."

Gainsborough, who said ho palntoa
portraits for money and landscapes for
love, Is represented by both. The land-
scape 13 especially ablo In composition.
"Classic Italy" gives Richard Wilson tho
Inspiration for one of his most Interest-
ing landscapes; Bonlngton signs a fine
Venice, and other artists aro "Old
Crome." Barker of Bath. Constable,
Francis Cotes, Etty, Hoppner. Kncller,
Landseer, Macllse, Mlcrovelt, Moro.

Watts and Wilkle. The sale occurs

Bach, Beethoven,
Brahms, Berlioz

by the Oratorio

The festival of the Oratorio Society

continued at tho Seventy-fir- st Regiment
Armory yesterday with two concerts.
That in the afternoon was dovotea w
works by tho three B's of music, name
ly. Bach, Beethoven and Brahms. T.ic
first named master was entrusted to mo
ca' of Dr. J. Fred Wollo and tho Bacn
Choir tot Bethlehem, famed for Its an
nual Bach festivals. Their numbers
were two choruses from tho cantata,
"Bido with Us," four chorales and a
chorus from the B minor mass.

The delivery of tho last exhibited the
qualities which havo earned national
celebrity for tho organization directed
by Dr. Wo'.Ie. Tho singing of tho other
pieces was a display of choral technic
but not of profound reverence for the
purity of Bach's style. Dr. Wollo has
had many acrimonious disputes with
thoso who regret his affection for tho
continual use of certain effects appar- - '

ently for effoct's sake, but he clings to
his faith. However, it might bo moro j

difficult for him to Justify the humming
of a Bach chorale with closed mouths.
Tho Instrumental Illusion was clever, but
what had It to do with Bach?

Tho Fifth Symphony of Beethoven
gave tho orchestra and Qtr. Damrosch
their best field since tho festival began,
but hero once more the audience cham-
ber proved to bo unsultcd to the task.
Somo persons seated far away from the
stage said that they heard everything
well, but those who occupied what were
supposed to be the best seats found tho
tone of tho orcnestra thin nnd its play-
ing apparently wanting In precision and
unanimity.

Jnscha Hclfetz and Pablo Casals
were tho distinguished soloists In tho
Brahms Concerto for violin and cello,
the final number of tho matinee. This
composition has no business In the
spaces of a military drill hall. It does
not even truly reveal Itself In Car-
negie Hall. Tho performance of yes-
terday was unfortunate In every respect
and wholly misleading to thoso who
never heard tho work before. Tho two
great artists played with their accus-
tomed skill and devotion.

An announcement was mado In tho
courso of tho afternoon that Mine. Tet-- ;
rnzzlnl would not bo heard In tho closing
concert this afternoon.

Benjamin F. Spellman, attorney for'

Tho soloists wero Mme. Florcnco
Easton, soprano; Orvllle Harrold. tenor,
and Leon Rothler nnd Frederick Patton,
basses. As Mr. Patton had only the
small role of Drandcr, the solo singing
may be said to havo proceeded from the
Malropollttn Opera House. It was gen-
erally good, nnd not the least satisfying
feature of It was Kr. Harrold's excellent
pronunciation.

JUDGE R.S. TUTHILL
I OF CHICAGO IS DEAD

Decided Lord Bacon Wrote
Shakespeare's Plays.

Special to Tub Son asp New Yoik IIeiiid.
Chicago, April '.4 --Judge Richard

Stanley Tuthlll, for "Juars ono of tho
most outstanding members of tho Chi-
cago Judiciary, originator of tho Juvcnllo
Court and organizer of tho St Charles
School for Boys, died y at his home
In Evanston. Death was due to a throat
affection,

Judge Tuthlll was born at Vcrgennes,
111., In 1811. Ho entered the Union army
In 1803 and fought In tho civil war.
He was Stato's Attorney of tho Nash-vlll- o

circuit from 1800 to 1873, when he
moved to Chicago.

From 1875 to 187D he was City Attor-
ney, and from 1884 to 188G was United
States Attorney In Chicago, Ho entered
tho Judiciary In 1887 aa a Republican,
and became Judgo of tho Circuit
Court which position he had held since
without Interruption. Under tho Ju-

vcnllo Court law ho was choson In 1899
to organlzo and hold tho Juvenile Court
in addition to his other duties.

Ono of Judgo TuthlU's best known de.
alslons was In tho Shakespcrlan con-
troversy between Col. George Fabian
and W. N. Sellg, in which the court de-

cided that Lord Bacon wroto Shake-
speare's plays.

Judgo Tuthlll was tho centre of an
unusual Incident last August when ho
Vas rescued from drowning at tho Main
Btroot beach of Evanston by an unidenti-
fied girl. Tho Judge had dived from a
platform Into what ho thought was shal-

low water, but which was far boyond his
depth, and ho was exhausted. Tho girl
dragged him to safety and then disap-
peared.

min Franklin Clarke, one of tho mo3t
prominent members of tho Republican
party In southorn Rhode Island, died
suddenly y ut his home In West-
erly.
