by officials of the exposition and promi-
nent citizens Interested In hipping, nt
which Secretary Alexander nnd Admiral
William S. Benson, new chairman of
tho Shipping Board, were principal
speakers.

Admiral Benson took the occasion to
remark that he was "riot antl-lhl- s or
that or nnythlng," but that If there Is
a drop of blood In his veins that Is not
purely American he wished some one
would extract It. He referred to the
antl-Britl- allegation Contained In Ad-

miral Slrns's declaration that he was the
author of "Don't let the British pull the
wool over your eyes."

"We must have none but American
ollicers and seamen aboard our
lie continued. "Every dollar that Is l

our shipping must be an American dol-

lar. American Inventions must bo de-

veloped nnd encouraged. One of the
principal things we must look for Is the
development of an Independent system
of communication, ono that can bo used
by every American business man, that
will be Independent of all others, that
will lead to all parts of tho world with
out having the system of communication
subject to the supervision of a censor
of apy other Power.

"I want to Impress upon you that the
Shipping Board, In order to make a suc-

cess of affairs, must have your coopera-
tion. I will do everything that lies In
my power, and if it should come nbcrtit
that you people think my policies are
not the best, don't be afraid lo bring
about mv recall. Developing a merchant
marine is a big problem. The competi-

tion is w keen and the proposition to
tremendous we know we will be attacked
from every angle. It us always be on
guard thereforo against Insidious and
falsifying propaganda."

In forming a merchant marine policy
SeM-etar- Alexander said the American
people should adopt the slogan of the
National Marine League: "American
cargoes In ships built, owned, operated
and manned by Americans, classlllnl and
insured by American companies,
equlpied and repaired by American in-

dustry."
