He' Is In vigorous health and Is en
grossed In his writing and In tho prep
arntlon ot sermons, for ns pastor at
large, now that the Madison Square
Presbyterian Church has censed to be, he
continues to preach, accepting when he
can some ot the many invitations of-

fered. Ho recently finished a series of
four ecrmons in Plymouth Church,
Brooklyn.

In the course of yesterday's conversa
tion Dr, Pnrkhurst had occasion to reach
Into a drawer ot his desk and refer to n
page of typed manuscript. The visitor
asked If he was writing an auto
biography. '

"Well," Dr, Parkhunt said, putting
the manuscript away, "whatever it Is I
don't know that it will be for public
reading."

He said he did not know the Itev. Dr.
John Itoach Straton, pastor of Calvary
Baptist Church, who In visiting Broad
way cabarets and reporting his find-
ings from the pulpit and also to the
Grand Jury, Is emulating, In a rather
mild way, the exnmplo set by Dr. Park- -

hurst in'the early '90s. But he thought

Dnd as in the Past.
"The city," he said, "has never gono

It Is true
there are some pretty bad spqts now, but
at that time It was all bad spots. We
have only to recall that police captains
used uniformly to pay $15,000 for their
appointment and that every disreputable
houso paid tribute to tho police, to men-

tion nothing else, to bring home the re-

alization that we have Improved greatly.
I believe that the present Mayor Is really
desirous of keeping the city decent.
Very few girls aro seen In the streets
now. Some years back there were a
great many.

I cannot sec, though, that Tam
many has reformed. What virtue It has
Is the virtue of necessity. Tammany Is
not and has not been for many years a
political organization. It Is a business
organization. It has not changed. Re
pression has been exerted which makes
the sources of Its revenue less obvious,
that Is all." .

The Doctor confided that ho had said
good-b- y to the Democratic party, for
whose national ticket he had occasion-
ally voted, and hoped that tho Repub-Mea-

would nominate and elect Leonard
Wood.

"I supported Mr. Wilson," he said,
"until he saw fit to reply to Germany's
reply to his fourteen points. This par-
leying finished him so far as I was con-

cerned. I do wish we could get rid of
him.

I must say that tho early
Roos"evelt, of whom I saw a good deal,
Was conceited, hut eventually, there was
a marked change, and ho pave himself
wholly to the interest of his country."

Reference to Hoover.
Hoover seemed to Dr. Tarkhurst to

have sat too long on tho fence politically,
but ho said he had had no opprtunlty
for a closeup view and may have mis-

judged the man. On the Demcratic side
none of the candidates takes his fancy.
Dr. Parkhurst said he had wondered a
good deal If Brynn would emerge finally
as the Democratic candidate, either as
a result of a deadlock or of the prohibi-
tion fight within .the Democratic party.

Dr, Parkhurst believes In the removal
of strong drink and of the saloon, but
says the expulsion of wines and beer
was' ft sad mistake. In Epeaklng of his
own regimen he remarked that he had
a glass of beer after his dinner every
day.

"Real beer?" the startled visitor ex-

claimed.
"Pretty real," Dr. Parkhurst admitted

cheerfully.
He alms to walk two or three miles a

day and sleep eight hours a night. He
has never used tobacco. He has no
Ironclad rules of diet, eating and enjoy-
ing whatever the table affords.
