Ho says that tho situa-
tion has been well rc'cosmlzed every-
where but In Congress at Washington
and in American popular opinion.

"In , sixty years America has run
through a legacy of petroleum which,
properly conserved, should havo lasted
at least a century and a half," he save.
"Improvidence,, careleesness and Wind
gambling have marked all but the roost
recent phases of tho American oil In-

dustry. More oil has run to waste In the
United States than ever reached tho re-

fineries."
Sir Mackay pays tribute to the fore

sight of Alfrod n. Hertford find Henrv
L. Doherty In scouring, tho world for i

oil fields, but points out that they found
themselves forestalled in almost every
instance by British capitalists. He
points out that America already Is Im-

porting oil heavily from Mexico, but
that even thero the British hold "win-

ning cards." Apart from Mexico, he
says, it Is almost true that Great Brit-
ain is first and the rest of the world
nowhere.

Two-thlrd- a of the Improved fields In
Central and South America are In Brit-
ish hands.

Egypt, Venezuela,
Trinidad, India, Ceylon, Malay States,
North and South China, Slam, the
Straits Settlements and the Philippines.

Sir Marcus Samuels has declared that
his firm never will sell out to Americans.
That declaration alone closes a vast
amount of the world's petroliferous lands
to any Invasion from tho United States.

Sir Mackay then reviews the British

'The British position Is lmnreenable,
Wo will have to wait a few years for
the harvest, but eventually to the tune
nt many million pounds annually Amer
lea will havo to purchase from British
companies nnd pay dollar currency for
oil.

COSTS 18 MILLIONS
DAILY TO RUN U. S.

Expenditures for 12 Months
to June 30, $6,780,000,000.

Washington, April 18. It cost
45,028,176,000 to run the Government
for 'the first nine months of the fiscal
year, and taking this as an average,
Treasury officials said to-d- that total
Government expenditures for the twelve
months' period ending June 30 next,
would rech approximately 16,750,000,-00- 0,

or more than $18,000,000 a day.
Further appropriations by Congress

and the soldier bonus, which is estimated
will cost the Government J1,000.000,000,
are not Included. Last December Sec-
retary Glass figured that running ex-

penses would amount to $6,097,237,000.

tory credits, tho report said.

The British Government has an-

nounced tho maximum price for tho 1920
crop to.be tho average price of imported
wheat of similar quality, provided the
price so paid the homo grower shall not
exceed 12.89 a bushel. United States
Imports, tho Commissioner reported,
wero ranging from $3.0 to W.ll, or an
average of $3.46 a bushel.
