ASK RENT CURB FOR
APARTMENT HOTELS

Tenants Complain of Excessive
Charges and Appeal to the
Nayor's Committee,

WOULD TEST NEW LAWS
Declare Landlords Insist They
Spond Certain Amount in
House Restaurants.

Following the recelpt of several ¢om-
plalnts from tenants of apartment hotels
In rentals, Arthur
J. W. Hilly, chalrman of the Mayor's
Committee on Rents, stuted yesterday
that he had taken steps Lo test the status
of this type of bulldings under the new
Inwe.
